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COST OF HOUSING
TRANSFER EXPLAINED

Dear Editor,

I write in response o last
week™s guestion  ahout
who pays for the cost of
housing transfer. The first
thing I would say is tha
the Council was required,
as all Councils are, to
undertake an  options
study which identifics the
investment requirements
of the Council’s housing
stock over the next 30
years,

Having done that, the
Council has to assess

the  hest  way of
achieving this
investment  from a
limited number of
options -  retention
with additional funding
from the Government
was not one of the
options.  This study,

which was undertaken
independently, showed
that the only way we

could secure the
investment of £400m
was (o transfer the

stock to a Registered
Social Landlord, i.e. a
Housing Association,

The Council is then
required to advise its

tenants of the facts
surrounding the
transfer, so that tenanis
have all the

information they need
when they come to vote
on the transfer
proposal. Contrary to
the comment in last
week's letter, this is not
a ‘Yes' campaign that
the Council is
mounting and, indeed,
everything the Council
says in its leallets, ete.,
is closely monitored by
independent bodies to
ensure it gives a
completely factual
picture of what transfer
will mean to tenants,

So far as ‘who pays the
costs  associated with

the transfer’ is
concerned, it is
categorically not the
ratepayers (Council
Taxpayers) of
Sedgefield  Borough.
Al Council housing

costs have (o be met
solely from the housing
service, through rents
and other housing
income. This is because
it is Council tenants
who will benefit from
the transfer proposals.
