£400,000

Boost for
Aycliffe Gas

Supplies

A £400,000 scheme to
boost gas supplies in New-
ton Aycliffe will get un-
der way this month.
Engineers working on be-
half of Northern Gas Net-
works will replace just
over 2km of old metal gas
main with new, more du-
rable plastic pipe.
Northern Gas Networks is
the region’s new gas dis-
tribution company, which
bought the  North’s
36,000km network of gas
mains from National Grid
Transco this month.

Its work in Newton
Aycliffe is to ensure the
network is as safe and ef-
ficient as it’s ever been,
and is part of an extensive
multi-million pound pro-
gramme of investment
across the North of Eng-
land this year.

The project in Newton
Aycliffe will be carried out
on Northern Gas Net-
works’ behalf by United
Utilities, one of the UK’s
biggest multi-utility com-
panies.

It will take place in Cen-
tral Avenue, Stephenson
Way, Pease Way, Emerson
Way, Simpasture Gate and
Barrington road over four
months.

However, engineers are
planning to keep disrup-
tion to a minimum by us-
ing trench less technology
for the vast majority of the
work.

Neil Wilkinson, United
Utilities’ network officer,
apologised for any incon-
venience but added, “This
work is absolutely essen-
tial if we are able to guar-
antee the continued safety
and reliability of gas sup-
plies in Newton Aycliffe.
It is a significant project
but the good news is that
we are hoping most of our
pipe-laying will be in
verges and will not affect
traffic”.

The work will start on the
B6443 Central Avenue
close to the St Mary’s
Church roundabout in
June and is due to finish
in October.
