The Environment Committee 
received the Works Department 
Service Plan, which reviewed 
the work of the Works Section 
and outlined the Action Plan 
for 2012-13.  If readers are 
interested in the extensive 
range of services provided by 
the Works Department, they 
can read this report online 
at http://bit.ly/HWDUlh – 
especially pages 8-9.
Last year – expecting that 
under the Localism Act the 
Town Council would play a 
greater part in planning – the 
Council set up a Planning Sub-
Committee.  It has met every 
fortnight, and has successfully 
raised the profile of planning 
issues.  However, since it 
has now become clear that 
planning decisions will remain 
exclusively under the control 
of Durham County Council, 
the Committee decided to 
disband and re-absorb its 
functions into the Environment 
Committee – the Town Council 
will still comment on planning 
applications, but does not need 
a separate committee to do so.  
The Environment Com-mittee 
considered a request from a 
resident regarding trees close 
to his property.  The Council 
occasionally receives such 
requests, which can be for 
reasons as slight as because 
falling leaves are proving 
inconvenient. The Council’s 
response is usually to reject 
such applications unless the 
tree is structurally unsound, 
especially where the trees pre-
date property.  There are so 
many woods in Aycliffe that, 

if the Council were to fell 
trees simply because they are 
inconvenient, it would end up 
removing hundreds of trees; 
the ‘green’ aspect of Aycliffe is 
part of the nature of the town, 
and people who come to live 
here do so because of its green 
and wooded aspect.
The tree in question was 
recently inspected as part of 
a general tree inspection and 
was not found unsound or 
unhealthy.  Consequently the 
Committee recom-mended 
the resident be advised to 
commission a structural 
survey of the property at his 
own expense to ascertain 
any effect of the surrounding 
trees.  Following receipt of 
the survey, the Council would 
consider its recommendations 
and any action needed.
At the subsequent Recreation 
Committee, members were 
pleased to receive a report 
which shows that usage of both 
the Oak Leaf Complex and the 
Golf Course was slightly up on 
last year.
The committee gave permission 
to use West Park for a Brass 
Band Spectacular on 12th July 
2012, which has been arranged 

through Katy Milne from 
the Greenfield Community 
and Arts Centre as part of 
the Durham Brass Festival; 
members were delighted that 
Aycliffe might be involved in 
this prestigious event.  
Permission was also given 
for a ‘jam’ (competitions for 
skateboards, BMX and micro-
scooters) in the Town Centre 
Park – which members thought 
sounded very exciting!
The Committee also gave 
approval for proposals to 
renew the BMX track in 
Woodham Park, and to site 
fitness equipment in West Park 
(there has been consultation 
on the latter initiative, and a 
member of the public spoke in 
its support).  
Great Aycliffe Town Council 
will not be paying for these 
initiatives, which are being 
progressed as applications 
through the Durham County 
Council Neighbourhood Fund; 
the Council simply agreed to 
allow them to be sited on Town 
Council land.
The safety surfacing at Byerley 
Park Play Area is to be repaired, 
at a cost of £4,640.

North East business boss 
John Elliott MBE DL is 
launching a campaign 
called “Stop Gap” to 
convince political leaders 
to put greater emphasis on 
manufacturing the goods 
we consume in the UK and 
overseas.
John, Chairman of Newton 
Aycliffe based Ebac, 
believes the UK trade 
deficit – the difference 
between what we buy and 
what we sell – is the best 
indicator that our wellbeing 
as a nation is at risk, yet the 
Government, opposition 
and political commentators 
have their eyes off the issue.
He said: “We’re buying 
more than we sell. We’re 
consuming more than we 
produce. If we don’t make 
changes we’ll end up like 
Greece.”
The total trade deficit 
rose to a monthly figure 
of £1.76bn this year. John 
argues that only by placing 
manufacturing back at the 
heart of the economy can 
this be reversed.
“We don’t need to do 
anything clever, simply 
invest in factories that can 
make the things we all buy, 
like we used to do twenty 
years ago.
