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REPORT ON COUNCIL MEETING

WEDNESDAY 9th MARCH

The Full Council meeting of Great Aycliffe
Town Council, held on Wednesday 9th March,
was long and very lively.

Local Sustainable Transport presentation
Members heard a presentation about the
Local Sustainable Transport Fund. Members’
suggestions related mostly to bus services, but
Councillor Fleming drew attention to the urgent
need to upgrade the C35.

The Council dealt with three members’
motions.

1. Seating at Committees

At the moment, Councillors who are not a
member of a Committee are nevertheless
allowed to attend that Committee (though not to
vote). Cllrs Curtis and Ducker, on behalf of the
Great Aycliffe Independents, proposed that if a
Councillor is not a member of a Committee, they
should sit apart from the Councillors. ClIr Curtis
explained that this would make things clearer for
the public, and related a recent incident when
a new member appeared to have tried to vote
when not entitled.

ClIr Clare criticised the motion: it was ironic that
the GAls were complaining in the newspapers
about being ‘stifled’ yet it was the Labour group
opposing this attempt to exclude Councillors
from full participation; Councillors were the
elected representatives of the people and it was
undemocratic to deny them full participation;
and he was disappointed that the GAIls were
seeking to embarrass an inexperienced Labour
member, compared to the kindness Labour
members had showed the GAls when they were
new. The GAI motion failed by 7 votes to 17.
2. Allocal Town Planning plan

The Council already produces a Parish Plan
concerning its involvement with the community.
However, Clir Henderson proposed that the
Town Council produce also a Local Town
Planning plan (addressing issues such as
housing etc.) He urged the Council to pre-empt

the Localism Bill and declare its vision for the
town, especially as we still await publication of
the County Council plan. Clir Fleming, replying,
felt that it would be better to follow the advice of
the National Association of Local Councils, and
wait until the government publishes full details
of what a Town Plan should address. The Council
agreed with him, 19 votes to 2.

3. Councillors’ allowances

Thirdly, ClIr Clare proposed on behalf of the
Labour Group that the Councillors’ allowance
is NOT increased for 2011-12. In the current
difficult circumstances for many townspeople,
and given that Councillors’ allowances are
a matter of public comment, he wished the
Councillors to make a public statement that they
would not increase their allowance. The motion
was unanimously accepted.

Other Business

The Council then received reports from outside
bodies. The Citizen’s Advice Bureau is making
adjustments due to cuts to its funding; from 1st
May, the number of sessions it offers in Aycliffe
will be reduced to three a week, and it will move
from the Leisure Centre to the Pioneering Care
Centre.

Members heard glowing reports about the
successful work of the Greenfield Lifelong
Learning Centre —and also of the Youth Council,
which has been awarded National Youth Agency
Certificates of Recognition for its work in
Town Pride Week (which has been selected by
the Agency as an exemplar case study on its
globaloptamist website).

Finally, ClIr Fleming reported on a meeting of the
County Durham Association of Local Councils.
Councillors needed to be aware that — whilst
our Great Aycliffe and Middridge Area Action
Partnership was successful — the AAPs were not
working well in other areas of the County, and
some Local Councils felt they should be abolished.

Keep Speed to
20mph Near Schools

Dear Sir,

Further to my recent appeal
through the Newton News
asking parents to be extra
vigilant when driving their
children to school, | would like
to bring to the attention of ALL
vehicle drivers throughout the
area, the results of important
research conducted by Vision
Scientists at Royal Holloway,
University of London.
“Research proves that children
cannot accurately judge the
speed of vehicles above 20 mph.
Scientists aimed to discover why
children are overrepresented as
road casualties and found that
vehicles travelling faster loom
less than slower vehicles. This
creates a dangerous illusion in
which faster vehicles may be
perceived as not approaching.
20 mph speed limits can help
protect children from making
risky road crossing choices.
Visionscientists at the University
measured children’s detection
of cars approaching in a road
crossing scenario. At speeds
faster than 20 mph, primary
age children (6-11 years) may
not be able to tell that a car is
coming. This strongly supports
the implementation and
enforcement of 20 mph speeds
near child pedestrians. Public
Health body NICE also wants
20 mph limits near children.
Researchers measured the vision
of 111 children in primary
schools and calculated approach
speeds that they could reliably
detect. Adult pedestrians can
make good judgments for
vehicles going up to 50 mph,
but primary school age children
become unreliable once the
approach rises above 20 mph.
The study says:-
“Children’s perceptual
limitations place them at
greater risk of stepping in front
of cars travelling at higher
speeds. Driving over 20 mph
in a residential or school area
not only increases the potential
severity of any impact, but
also increases the risk that a
child will injudiciously cross
in front.”

Professor Wann stresses that the
simplest solution lies in traffic
regulation :-

“There’s strong evidence
that children may make risky
crossing judgements when
vehicles are travelling at 30 or
40 mph. The vehicles that they
are more likely to step in front
of are the faster vehicles that are
more likely to result in a fatality.
Travelling 1 mile though a
residential area at 20 mph vs.
30 mph will only add 60 seconds
to journey time. We encourage
drivers to take a minute and save
a child’s life”.

Anna Semlyen, Campaign
Manager for ‘20°s Plenty for
Us’ said “It’s simplistic to
blame children saying they “run
out”, without checking. But this
study suggests it is fast motor
vehicles that create the errors,
as it is then impossible for kids
to make correct judgments. It’s
up to adults to protect children
through 20 mph limits and for
drivers to obey the signs.”

I would remind all parents
that not only do you have the
ultimate responsibility to ensure
that your own children are
kept safe you also have the
responsibility for all of the other
children coming into school. |

to slow down to a maximum
of 20mph when approaching a
school irrespective of whether
there is a legal requirement to
do so.

I would also ask all Local
Authorities to implement a
20mph speed limit on the
approaches to all schools if this
has not been done already and
I would remind parents coming
into Heighington School that a
lot of time, thought and money
has been spent to introduce a
Traffic Management System
around both entrances to our
school; a system implemented
for the safety of all children
driving into schools, and with
reference to Heighington in
particular, a system designed
by Highways Safety Managers
supported by parents from the
school.

The continuing safety of our
children is literally in your
hands. The research has
concluded that children have
difficulty in judging speed
over 20mph so the solution is
simple:-

DO NOT DRIVE OVER 20mph
WHEN APPROACHING
ANY SCHOOL SPEED and
