On the NHS, Mr Clegg had
told the BBC’'s Andrew Marr
Show in January that he was
fully behind the plans. He
told Mr Marr that many of
the reforms were in the last
Liberal Democrat manifesto,
including scrapping Primary
Care Trusts and Strategic
Health Authorities.

The reforms, the most
fundamental in NHS history,
were disclosed last July by
The Daily Telegraph. Some
Labour and Lib Dem MPs
said they went against claims
in the Coalition Agreement
that said there would be no
“top-down” shake-up of the
health service.

John Healey, the shadow
health secretary, said “For all
his tough talk on the NHS,
Nick Clegg is up to his neck
intheTory-led Government’s
Health Bill and the Lib Dems
have backed it so far at every
stage in Parliament,” he said.
One Tory MP sad: “We
accept that health is one area
where we have to get out and
change the plans, but Nick
Clegg should get a grip. Do
not claim you are changing
them because you have
aways had concerns.”

The  Government  risks
“unravelling” the NHS
irreversibly if it fails to re-
think key elementsof itsplans
to reform the heath service,
adoctors' leader has warned.
Dr Clare Gerada, chairman of
the Royal College of Genera
Practitioners (RCGP), said
therewere* several elements’
in the Health and Social Care
Bill which, if enacted, would

“cause harm” to patients and
potentially destabilise the
NHS forever.

The NHS must remain a
comprehensive service
available to al, free at the
point of use and based on
clinical need, not the ability
to pay, the RCGP has said.
The RCGP letter details nine
recommendations over issues
ranging from the need for
clarity about the implications
of EU competition law to
an “absolute”  assurance
that the Bill would not force
doctors to breach their duty
of confidentiality.

Other recommendations
include making sure that
providers cannot charge
patients for services that
are currently free and
that consortia  remain
publicly accountable for all
commissioning decisions.
GPs are making it clear they
don't want the Tories free
market NHS and the Prime
Minister must now make
radical changes to his health
plans in order to regain the
trust of NHS professionals.”
Dr Gerada said: “We are not
against competition, we are
not against reform, but what
wefear isthat, once we move
down the road of unfettered
competition, we will get
many, many aternative
providers.”

Theclub haveinvested £5,000
in a new hospitality cabin

a their rapidly-improving
ground, in readiness for their
Northern Leaguefirst division
campaign next season.
Aycliffe will welcome the

£1,500 trestment programme
on their pitch.

Charman Gay Farley,
pictured outside the new
hospitality cabin, said: “This
just further enhances the
ground and makes us better
equipped to accommodate
bigger clubs.

“The new cabin wasn't a
league  requirement, but
the room we were using to
welcome guests and visiting

officials, in the current
refreshments cabin, wasn't
adequate.

“So we're delighted to get the
new one in place and we look
forwardto utilising it later this
year.

“In the meantime, there's lot
of other work planned over
the next couple of months
