Crackdown on Enviro-Crime

£80 Fine for Littering & Dog Fouling

Firm action is being taken to tackle
environmental crimes such as littering and
dog fouling.

Durham County Council’s neighbourhood
wardensissued over 600 fixed penalty notices
over the past year (April 2010 —March 2011)
in the drive to clean up the county.

A total of 461 fines were given out to litter
offenders, with cigarette butts being a
distinct problem. A further 148 were handed
out to dog owners who failed to pick up after
their pet.

Reports from concerned communities and
from the council’ s street cleansing teams are
used to target resources at problem areas,
ensuring maximum impact. Some examples
have been:

Neighbourhood wardens increased patrols
at Bishop Auckland bus station following
complaints from passengers about the
number of stubs dropped on the floor despite
the availability of bins. It resulted in ten
fixed penalty notices being issued in one
day in January, nine of them to smokers for
littering.

There have been similar problemsin Durham
City, where 37 people were fined in North
Road between January and March this year
for discarding cigarette butts. In addition, 12
fines were given out in one month for dog
fouling and littering offences on a playing

field behind Craghead Community Centre
near Stanley. Wardens aso responded to
concerns raised at Police and Communities
Together (PACT) meetings, issuing two
fixed penaty notices to dog owners in
Willington who failed to clean up after their
pet.

Streetscene Manager, lan Hoult, said: “We
are committed to making the county cleaner
and greener but litter and dog fouling remain
issues reported by our residents. Both are
dangerous and unsightly, cigarette stubs in
particular are very difficult to remove from
our streets. There are no excuses, street bins
can be used for both rubbish and bagged dog
waste, and if there are none in the vicinity
then litter can be taken home and put in the
bin.

“Our neighbourhood wardens are patrolling
the county all thetime. Make no mistake —if
anyone drops litter or fails to clean up after
their pet it is only a matter of time before
they are caught.

“We are also getting help from the public
and | would ask people to continue getting
in touch with information so we can monitor
hot spots and catch offenders.”

Fixed penalty notices are £80, reduced to
£50 if paid within ten working days.

The division pattern proposed
by Great Aycliffe Residents
Association was supported by
Great Aycliffe Town Council,,
Great Aycliffe Residents
Association, Great Aycliffe
Libera Democrats, four
independent parish councillors
and a local resident. These
submissions argued  that
the draft recommendations
divided aeas such as
School Aycliffe and the Old
Aycliffe Village. We note
that the majority of those
who expressed a preference
supported the proposal from
the resident’s association,

and that it is supported by the
parish council. Although the
electoral equality is dightly
worse, we consider that this
division pattern is in keeping
with the feelings of the loca
community, better reflects
community identities and
interests and will provide for
clearer division boundariesin
this area.

REPORT ON COUNCIL MEETING

WEDNESDAY 25th MAY

The Environment and
Recreation meetings of the
Town Council this week were
examples of meetings where
you can't do right for doing
wrong.

For example, the Council
appointed Deputy Leader John
Clareand Chair of Environment
Vince Crosby to go to London
to meet the Secretary of State
about the proposed wind farm
on‘Theldes.

But did the Council want them
to argue for, or against, the
proposal? Some Councillors
— fearing the visua impact
of 80m-high turbines and
the drop in house values and
inward housing investment
— ae implacably hostile.
Others find the turbines
beautiful and believe they
are necessary to save the

planet — particularly young
people: the Youth Council
had debated the proposa and
sent their Chairman to ask the
Council to support the wind
farm. Councillor Clare assured
everyone that he would not
convey his own view, but the
balance of opinion.

The Environment Committee
aso had to deal with asituation
where a householder has used
part of Aycliffe Village Green
to develop a persona garden
and is determined to keep it as
he has made it.

What can you say?

The garden looks attractive
enough, but the Council is
legally required under the
Commons Act to preserve the
Village Green undeveloped,
and the Councillors had to
agree to take whatever legal

A Geordie foothall legend came face-to-face with his hero at
Ramside Hall Hotel last weekend.

Former Newcastle United striker Malcolm Macdonald finaly
completed a lifelong ambition when he met Magpie fan and
Newtonian Barry Waters!

action is necessary to remove
the encroachment.

Next, theRecreationCommittee
was faced with a similarly
difficult dilemma over the
Y outh Shelter at Horndale.
The Shelter was placed with
the redlisation that young
people need a place to behave
as excitedly as young people
do. Unfortunately, a series
of photographs by the Town
Wardens proved that the
Shelter is being used for
activities too disgusting to
describe in the Newton News.
There is a danger, of course,
that removing the Shelter will
merely move the disgusting
behaviour to another place, and
cause an even greater nuisance.
But it wasclear that the Council
cannot continue to be seen to
be facilitating these goings-on,
and the Council resolved to
dismantle the Shelter.

It is expected that, in time,
Durham  County  Council
(which owns the Shelter) will
explore with the police and
residents a more appropriate
location for it. The Town
Council was delighted that the
Y outh Council had al so debated
the issue and suggested much
the same solution.

A similar dilemma confronted
the Council when it considered
where to site a number of park
benches kindly funded by
the Area Action Partnership.
At the far end of the Park is
inconvenient and  ‘out-of-
the-way’; nearer the houses
threatens to disturb residents.
Again, what to do?

In the end the Council found
that the Environment Officer
had conducted a thorough
consultation with local people,
and we followed his advice.
We can aways move them if
things don’t work out.

The meetings also agreed a
number of improvements to
Council facilities, and also to
visit other shows to seek ideas
to improve the Great Aycliffe
Show.

time entrants into the youth
justice system and reduce
re-offending has been highly
commended in a national
award. The Pre-Reprimand
Disposal (PRD), developed
by Durham County Council’s
Youth Offending Service
(CDYOS) with Durham
Constabulary, was this week
“highly commended” in the
Children’s Services category
in the Local Government
Chronicle’s annual awards.
Led by CDYOS, the project
was introduced in May 2008,
initially for young people
aged 10 to 13, to provide early
intervention in a bid to stop
further offending.

Young people who enter the
criminal justice system for
minor offences risk limiting
their prospects of getting
a job.

The PRD programme, which
is voluntary, is offered to
young people who commit
their first offence to stop
them going down the criminal
record route. PRD helps
identify issues which have
lead to offending and offers
support to the young people
and their families to prevent

re-offending.

The scheme is proving very
successful and has now been
extended to include young
people up to the age of 18.
Young people remain on
police bail until the PRD is
completed and thanks to PRD
there has been a 71 per cent
reduction in first time entrants
to the youth justice system
and a 50 per cent reduction
in re-offending after a PRD
compared to after a police
reprimand.

Gill Eshelby, Head of County
Durham Youth Offending
Service, said: “It is fantastic
to be ‘highly commended’
in such a prestigious national
award. The success of the
PRD is due to the creativity
and commitment of partners
in County Durham to work
together to reduce youth
crime. The PRD is not only
preventing offending — it’s
preventing re-offending too.”
PRD has been developed
within existing resources and
has the support of all partners
in the Children’s Trust, the
Safe Durham Partnership and
the Local Criminal Justice
Board (LCJB).
