“FIGHT TO BRING HITACHI
TO AYCLIFFE” pleads M.P.

Newton Aycliffe is the
preferred site for Hitachi to
build new 155mph express
trains in a multi £billion
contract.

The enormous site near
Heighington Station would
prove to be an ideal location for
a factory to build and transport
rolling stock to customers at
home and abroad.

A consortium led by the
Japanese company Hitachi is
behind the bid and if given
the go ahead will bring
1000’s of jobs. There could
be a problem of government
backing due to financial cut-
backs and Phil Wilson wants
to lead a campaign to secure
this manufacturing unit for
Aycliffe.

We received the following plea
from our M.P.:

“We must fight for jobs to
come to Aycliffe. | have written
to the ministers responsible for
the decision on the future of the
Intercity Express Programme
which could see hundreds of
rail carriages produced here in
Newton Aycliffe.

They would replace the aging
Intercity coaches used on the
East Coast and Great Western
mainlines. But the Transport
Secretary Philip Hammond
made the project part of the
Comprehensive Spending
Review which could see it
dropped.

Hitachi, who would build the
trains, has selected Newton
Aycliffe for its manufacturing
site creating 250 construction
jobs up front. The site would
support as many as 800
manufacturing jobs when
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Independent Financial Advisers
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Phil Wilson, M.P.

in full production. Hitachi
also estimates that 6,700
supply chain jobs would be
supported seven out of 10 in
manufacturing.

The Hitachi project was part
of the Labour Government’s
transport strategy. The
Government would not start
to buy the rolling stock until
2016.

There is no significant public
expenditure for several years
until the factory is built and the
rolling stock is ready.

The site would also be used
to build carriages for the
European market, especially
Scandinavia and Northern
Europe.

This is exactly the kind of
manufacturing scheme
Newton Aycliffe and the
North East wants. Hundreds of
manufacturing jobs, thousands
of supply chain jobs and a
major company in the area.
We all want to see the economy
rebalanced in favour of
manufacturing which are not
just created for public sector
procurement purposes but
also for export growth. The
economic argument stacks
up, especially when the
Government will not be buying
the rolling stock for several
years and there is no significant
impact on the public finances
in the short term.

I am also calling on business
leaders and trade unions in
the North East to join me in

campaigning for the project
to go ahead. | believe if the
Government is serious about
investing in industry and
growing the manufacturing
sector they most allow this

scheme to go ahead. My
concern is, if Hitachi does not
build their train building site
in Newton Aycliffe they may
take it to another country in
Europe..”

IN AUGUST

The owners of the Aycliffe
Shopping Centre have today
announced that the next phase
of the redevelopment of the
town centre will start in August
with the demolition of the old
library and medical centre and
the Dalton Way building.

In response to the public
consultation exercise held on
the wider master-plan proposals,
the site is to be redeveloped
to provide a 15,000 sq ft Aldi
food store and some 73 parking
spaces.

Demolition of the buildings on
the site is expected to take 4-5
months and the site should have
been cleared by the end of this
year. Construction of the new
Aldi store will take 6-7 months
once detailed planning and
highways approvals have been
obtained.

Bryan Haldane the Manager of
The Aycliffe Shopping Centre
said that following the opening
of Wilkinsons earlier this year
he was delighted the next stage
of the regeneration of the town
centre was proceeding and that a
new retailer was being attracted

to the town centre. “Aldi will
be a great addition to the town
and will complement many of
the existing stores” said Bryan.
Bryan also said “Prior to the
demolition works commencing
we will be contacting our
retailers to explain how we
intend to minimize disruption
to the town centre”.

Andrew Thomson of Freshwater
said that despite the impact of
the credit crunch his company
were investing substantial sums
in Newton Aycliffe and that the
support of the Town Centre
Partnership which includes
Durham County Council, NHS
County Durham and local MP,
Phil Wilson, had been a key
factor in deciding to press
on with the redevelopment
proposals.

A planning application for the
improvements to Beveridge
Way, including the removal
of the ramp, is likely to be
submitted later this year, with a
start on site next year.

Stephen Russell Hairdressers is
facing even tougher times than
most, due to the slow reaction to
his predicament from the Town
Centre Landlords.

The stairway up to his Salon
has been closed since January
awaiting repair, but he cannot
get any answers as to when the
work will be done. Meanwhile
he is losing custom from passing
trade estimated at £6000 per
year. He wrote in April asking
for compensation of some kind,
but the Landlords in London
have not replied.

To add insult to injury the
Landlords have now decided
to add VAT to Rent and
Service Charges. In normal
circumstances most shops would
be VAT registered and can
claim this tax back from Inland
Revenue. Stephen Russell is
outside the threshold and not
registered so it becomes an
extra charge of 17%2% on his
overheads.

He cannot pass such a large
amount on to his customers
and feels everything is against
him. He believes he is due a

reduction on his shop charges
as he is paying for access from
the stairway which he is not
getting.

As Stephen cannot get a reply
we have asked the Landlords to
comment . . .

CLEAN-UP BLITZ AT GREENFIELD

A community clean-up got under way in Newton
Aycliffe this week. Residents joined council
and housing officers, police and neighbourhood
wardens in an inspection of the Greenfield Way

area of the town.

It is the first of six clean-ups to take place in
the town up to March next year. The inspection,
involved around 600 houses and looked at
environmental and neighbourhood problems,
including dog fouling and untidy gardens.

As part of the “Altogether Greener” partnership
approach, residents were joined by representatives
from Sedgefield Borough Homes, Durham
County Council’s clean and green team, civic
pride officers and neighbourhood wardens, and

Durham Police.

It followed a collection between 10.30am and
2pm on Tuesday, July 13, of unwanted furniture
for recycling by County Durham Furniture Help
Scheme, which will collect, refurbish and sell on
the furniture. Refuse vehicles were on hand to
help in the clean up efforts and Greenfield Way

residents were encouraged to dispose of unwanted
household items to help reduce fly tipping.
Businesses in the area signed up to Tidy Business
Standards, a national award scheme which
encourages them to minimise waste and improve
the local environment, while Tidy Ted, the county
council’s Altogether Greener mascot, will visit
primary schools in the area to promote cleaner
communities.

Oliver Sherratt, head of Direct Services said:
“We all have a responsibility to help care for our
neighbourhoods. Clean ups like this are a great
opportunity for communities to come together,
alongside organisations that serve them, and make
a real difference to where we live.

“This is one of a series of similar activities, at least
14 over the coming months, in each of the 14 Area
Action Partnership Areas which will collectively
make a really positive impact across our county.”
The clean-up has been funded by Great Aycliffe
and Middridge Area Action Partnership and
Sedgefield Borough Homes.

Future of
Care Homes
to be
Discussed

Councillors will be asked to
consider the future of seven
local authority care homes when
they meet next week.
Members of Durham County
Council’s Cabinet will be asked
to approve proposals to close
the council-owned premises at
a public meeting on Wednesday,
21 July.

The sites being discussed are
Manor House, Annfield Plain;
Glendale House, Blackhall;
Lynwood House, Lanchester;
Shafto House, Newton Aycliffe;
Hackworth House, Shildon;
Stanfield House, Stanley; and
East Green, West Auckland.
The recommendation to close
the homes follows an extensive
consultation with residents and
their families, carers, staff and
trade unions, the public and
stakeholders on the proposals
earlier this year.

ClIr Morris Nicholls, Durham
County Council’s Cabinet
member for adult services, said:
“We appreciate this is a highly
emotive topic and would like to
assure everyone involved that it
is not something we approached
lightly.

“Members and officers have
been looking at this for 12
months before reaching a point
where we are ready to identify
a way forward.

“Part of this work involved
undertaking a consultation,
during which we received a lot
of responses. We would like
to thank everyone who took
part for their comments and
feedback. The consultation
has clearly demonstrated the
strength of feeling among a
range of people.

“However, Cabinet members
are being asked to balance the
responses with a wide range
of factors, including the drop
in demand for residential care
places, the desire among older
people to stay in their homes for
longer and the cost implications
of continuing to provide in-
house care. This is at a time
when finance is increasingly
under pressure with the council
facing significant reductions
in funding over the next few
years.”

Cabinet will hear that average
occupancy rates for council-run
homes, including residents with
short-term needs, between 1
May, 2009 and 30 April, 2010
was 64.5 per cent.

Private sector homes in the
county, meanwhile, have
sufficient capacity to offer a
wide choice of homes for all
those who require residential
care, with about 1,000 beds
available at any time.

Members will also be told that
it will cost £3.4m over the next
three years for essential repairs
and running costs to the seven
homes.

The bill for updating the homes
so that they comply with
disability law requirements
and are in line with privately-
run establishments would be
considerably more.

The report also states that the
needs, comfort and safety of
residents are of prime concern.
And should a decision be made
to close the seven homes, great
care will be taken to minimise
and manage any disruption to
residents.
