KEEP SAFE ON BONFIRE NIGHT

ATTEND TOWN COUNCIL DISPLAY

Durham County Council’s Trading Standards
Officers are warning residents to keep their
distance from fireworks this bonfire night and take
extra care with sparklers.

Every year hundreds of people are injured setting
off fireworks in their back gardens. Larger category
3 display fireworks are now more freely available
in shops and this has prompted Trading Standards
to warn people to check the distances marked on
the label before buying them.

Joanne Waller, Head of Environmental Health &
Consumer Protection said,

“Not many people have a garden 25 metres long
and yet there are a lot of category 3 fireworks
sold during this period where the recommended
safe distance away is 25 metres. These fireworks
have the potential to cause a lot of harm to people
standing too close and to damage buildings, cars
and gardens.”

“If you are going to set off fireworks yourself and
have an average size garden or yard, make sure
you stick to category 2 fireworks where the safe
distance is 5 metres.

Trading Standards together with Durham and
Darlington Fire Service will be checking on
retailers to make sure that proper advice is being
given to the public and there are no sales of
fireworks to under age children. Briefing sessions
with PCSO'’s, the Police and Neighbourhood
Wardens are currently being held to bring everyone
up to speed with the legislation so they can advise

local people as they are patrolling their areas.
Clir Bob Young, Cabinet Member for Strategic
Environment and Leisure said,

“As the range of fireworks available for purchase
gets bigger, we’re concerned that people don’t
appreciate how powerful some of these fireworks
can be and how far spectators — family and friends
- should be away from them.”

“Ideally we would advocate that people attend
an organised display but if you’re not able to do
that and want to set off some fireworks at home,
make sure you follow all the distance and safety
guidelines — don’t become another statistic.”
There is also a warning out for parents who buy
sparklers that they should not let children under the
age of 5 hold them. It’s easy to think that sparklers
are harmless but remember they burn at very high
temperatures — between 1,000 and 2,000 degrees
Fahrenheit — hot enough to melt gold.

Joanne Waller again,

“If a sparkler comes into contact with the skin it
can cause second or third degree burns and may
result in permanent scarring. Young children can
be fascinated by the spectacle of a sparkler but
they have no concept of the heat they produce and
the danger of picking a sparkler up after they have
finished burning.”

The last available statistics for England were
published in 2005 and showed 231 children under
the age of 13 were injured by fireworks and of
those, 104 were injured by sparklers.

Thank you for publishing
the details of the proposed
Woodham development as | feel
this is an important issue for all
those who live on the Western
side of the town and those who
use the C35.

| fully agree with a previous
correspondent who expressed
concerns about traffic volumes
on the C35, Middridge Road.
Fifty executive homes probably
means a minimum of 100 extra
cars, the 75 bedroom hotel
(when full) another 75 cars
plus 110 staff members many
of whom will probably use their
cars to get to work. It is not easy
to estimate how much extra
traffic would be created by the
conference and spa facilities but
it could be significant.

My concerns go back many
years to when a Highways
Officer from the County Council
came to the Town Council to
address their concerns over the

C35. He agreed that the C35
needed upgrading due to the
THEN volume of traffic using
the road but stated, “The C35
is a very small fish in a very
large pond when it comes to
upgrading roads”.

Since that time the housing
estate next to Greenfield School
has been built, Cobblers Hall
has been built and is still
expanding plus Woodham has
also increased in size. There is
a large housing estate planned
for the top of Middridge Lane
where Middridge meets Shildon
and when built those residents
will also often use the Middridge
Lane and Road to travel North
or to access the A1M.

Unless the County Council
IS going to upgrade the C35
Middridge Road | sincerely
hope that the Town and County
Councils oppose any plans
that could increase the traffic
volume on said feeder road.

Police Catch Four Aycliffe Pubs
Selling to Underage Drinkers

Last week saw the Newton
Aycliffe Neighbourhood
Police team mount two
operations, designed to test
off-licenses and pubs in the
town as part of the National
Alcohol Awareness week.
This involved using
15 year olds, shadowed
by plain clothed police
officers, who attempted to
purchase alcohol from the
various off-licenses and
pubs in Newton Aycliffe.
They were supported by
uniformed colleagues acting
as an enforcement team
to support the undercover
covert officers.

Part one of the operation
occurred on Wednesday
20th of October, during
which time off licenses were
tested. The team managed to
visit all 12 such premises in
Newton Aycliffe and were
pleased to report that all 12
premises passed, refusing
to sell alcohol to the youth
involved.

Part two of the operation
occurred on Thursday 21st
of October 2010 which
involved visiting various
public houses around
Newton Aycliffe.

The team visited 7 pubs
during part two and found
that of the venues visited
four of them sold alcohol
to the 15 year olds whilst
three challenged the youths
and refused to sell them
alcohol.

The four pubs which failed
were The Gretna, The North
Briton, The Cobbler’s Hall
and the Huntsman. The
members of staff responsible
for making the sale at these

venues were visited by the
enforcement team at the
conclusion of the operation
whereupon three fixed
penalty fines of £80 and
one court summons were
issued with the licensing unit
informed accordingly.

A large amount of Anti-
Social behaviour is directly
attributable to alcohol,
particularly amongst
teenagers. One familiar
concern voiced by Newton
Aycliffe residents during
PACT meetings with the
Neighbourhood Police Team
is that of underage street
drinking and the attendant
anti-social behaviour which
typically comes with it.
Operation COALVILLE is
one tactic used by Police
in an attempt to identify
those venues responsible for
selling the alcohol in the first
instance in order to combat
the problem.

Mark Edwards, the Sgt of
the Neighbourhood Police
Team in Newton Aycliffe,
set up and co-ordinated the
operation in conjunction
with his team. Sgt Edwards

said at the conclusion of the
operation “I’m delighted
with the way in which the off
licenses acquitted themselves
during Wednesday evening’s
operation and each venue
has been visited by the team,
congratulated and reminded
to remain vigilant.

The public houses which
refused to sell alcohol to the
youths are to be commended
whereas the ones which
failed have been able to
recognize those areas where
their staff may require more
training. They’ll be offered
help with this process and
we’d remind them that this
is not a one off and the
Neighbourhood Police team
will continue to run such
operations, particularly in
the run up to the festive
period”.

was counterfeit. When my
Chinese guide and | checked
the money in the envelope
received from the Cheque
Centre we found 4 counterfeit
notes in total, a loss of almost
£40.00 to myself.

Although | appreciate the staff
at the Cheque Centre saying
| may not have bought the
money from them, | know
| did. | bought no money
while on holiday and it is not
rocket science to know that
if you only have money in
denominations of 100, then
you are never likely to receive
any 100 notes as change.
Naturally the Cheque Centre
refused to accept and refund
the money.

Unless the head office listens
to my complaint then it is very
likely I will be the loser but |
would like to warn people that
perhaps we all need to have

our foreign currency checked
when we buy it and not, like
myself, just walk away trusting
all will be well.

The tellers are keen enough
to check money when it is
returned. | will not buy again
from the Cheque Centre, even
though | have been a customer
for some time, and in future |
will not leave any exchange
until the notes are tested.
This particular batch of
currency supposedly came
direct from the Bank of China.
I am shocked. If | had bought
the money from the internet or
a back street supplier | might
have been less so.

I hope readers will be warned,
as anyone it seems, can pass on
counterfeit money these days,
and get away with it.

We all need to be on our
guard. | have made an
expensive mistake but am
equally cross that those selling
the money refuse to accept
any responsibility for their
actions.

“After the notices were
issued, 20 of the householders
took action and tidied their
properties, improving the
appearance of the estate
greatly.”

“The new fixed penalty
has been really effective
in dealing with the
accumulations of eye-
sores like fridges, tyres and
sofas.

The process consists of a
first advisory notice which
gives residents seven days
to clear the garden. If,
after the first advisory, the
land remains unkempt, the
resident will be issued with
a second advisory notice

which gives them a further
seven days.

The next step is to issue
a section 92A clearance
notice giving a further 28
days to comply. Failure to
adhere to this notice after
that period would then result
in a fixed penalty notice
being issued. If the land is
not cleared within 14 days
of the fixed penalty being
issued, the council will clear
the land by default and seek
to claim back the cost from
the offender.

The clampdown was lead
by Durham County Council
wardens supported by both
residents and Dale and
Valley Homes.
