Aycliffe Village Pupil 
Wins Top Prize

Bishop Auckland College is 
believed to be the first in the 
country to offer a specifically 
designed course to help 
budding performers pass 
auditions for the hit TV talent 
show X Factor.
Students enrolling on the 17-
week programme, which ends 
just in time for the next round 
of auditions for the ITV1 show, 
will receive technical tuition in 
singing and performing and 
coaching on how to project 
themselves confidently.
The idea behind the unique 
course stemmed from the 
college’s previous work 
with X Factor winners – last 
summer the 2009 winner Joe 
McElderry and James Arthur, 
who took the 2012 title in 
December, both performed at 
the Bishop Auckland Music 
and Arts Festival.
The three day annual event, 
run by the college, attracted 
crowds of over 6,000 last June 
and students on the new course 
will be able to put into practice 
what they have learned by 
performing at this year’s 
festival.
Mike Jinks, Head of Art, 
Music and Performing Arts 
at the College, explaining 
his inspiration for the course 
said: “I wanted to run a course 
which prepared people for X 
Factor auditions and similar 
competitions. Many applicants 
have talent but need to work on 
key things such as their singing 
technique and confidence.
“People auditioning also need 
to know that the ones who 
succeed on X Factor don’t 
just walk in there blind. It’s 
not about just wandering in, 
singing a song and you’re 
famous. Most applicants have

been doing the rounds for years 
working really hard – it’s very 
rare that you get a Susan Boyle 
character.
“The course is also about 
giving people real, transferable 
skills. The biggest thing they 
will get out of it is confidence, 
whether this is for a future 
singing audition or a job 
interview.”
The X Factor Preparation 
course runs at the college’s 
main Woodhouse Lane 
campus from 6pm to 9pm 
every Monday night for 17 
weeks, starting on January 
21. Experienced actress and 
performer Susan Harris, 
who has worked with global 
musicians including Lenny 
Kravitz and had TV roles 
including Davina Pike on 
Emmerdale during her 25 year 
career, is leading the course.
There are 40 places available 
and there are no formal entry 
requirements other than 

enthusiasm and motivation, 
although those enrolling 
need to complete a two week 
probationary period. Fees cost 
£95, but eligible applicants 
meeting certain qualifying 
criteria such as receipt of 
benefits will not need to pay.
On completion, students will 
qualify with an NCFE Level 1 
Certificate in Music.
Mike Jinks added: “There are 
plenty of colleges running 
this qualification but as far as 
I’m aware none of them have 
designed the course around 
the X Factor. It’s something 
I came up with last year but 
it was finding the right time 
to run it as it had to be timed 
to finish when the X Factor 
auditions start.
“But it also ends just in time for 
the next music and arts festival 
in early June, and students who 
have qualified from the course 
will be invited to perform there 
in front of thousands which 
will be great experience for 
them.”

Gail Mason, a Year 6 teacher 
at St Mary’s, said: “I was 
truly impressed with the 
levels of engagement and 
enthusiasm displayed by the 
children. “Every single one of 
them remained motivated and 
on task for the entire week. In 
fact, they were buzzing!
Barbara Reilly-O’Donnell, 

head teacher at St Mary’s, 
added: “Enterprise City 
took our Year 5 and Year 
6 children on an exciting 
learning journey into the 
world of work. “Through a 
real-life context, our pupils 
had the opportunity to apply 
skills in new ways and 
deepen their thinking. The 
lessons taught were inspiring 
for children of all abilities 
and the opportunity to work 
as part of a team in this way 
was very motivational.”
The programme incorporates 
citizenship  numeracy, 
literacy, and art and design 

curriculum in an adaptable 
and kinesthetic way and 
is now being rolled out to 
schools across the North-
East.
But directors and brothers 
Darren and Dale Anderson, 
along with co-director and 
fellow Newtonian Damian 
Stevenson, are particularly 
keen to share the exciting new 
project with their hometown 
schools.
Darren, pictured with Dale 
in front of the Enterprise 
City Sports shop, said: “I 
was shown this concept by   
Enterprise America Director 
Philip Ross in the USA about 
five years ago, and the minute 
I returned, I started working 
on how to bring it to the UK.
The “City” was designed 
by Jonathon Minns and the 
signs produced by Newton 
Press. The project is being 
supported by Durham 
Education Development 
Service, the education arm of 
Durham Council.
Phil Hodgson, Senior Lead 
Support and Development, 
said: “Enterprise City 
provides exciting, dramatic 
opportunities to practise 
social skills, to choose and 
apply for jobs, and to work 
individually and as a team.
“We would encourage all 
teachers to find out more 
about the opportunities 
for children and young 
people from this exciting 
programme.”

Members of Durham County Council’s Cabinet 
will consider an update on the authority’s 
Medium Term Financial Plan (MTFP) next 
week (January 16); including what impact the 
latest Government settlement has had on the 
council’s budget plans.
They will also hear how complex changes to 
the way councils are allocated Government 
funds mean Durham will have a significantly 
reduced share of the central pot and they’ll learn 
what the public say about how the authority is 
handling the large budget cuts it faces.
Early consideration of the local government 
settlement means a revised overall budget 
reduction of nearly £190m between 2011 and 
2017.  More than £90m of that has already been 
saved with work underway on a wide- range of 
other financial reviews. However, members will 
be advised that precise planning continues to be 
difficult in light of uncertainties surrounding 
funding for education and public health. In 
addition the council has yet to identify savings 
of nearly £53m which will be necessary between 
the years 2014/2017.
Managing the budget available has meant many 
difficult decisions have had to be made on what 
is affordable and some significant changes 
have had to be introduced to save money 
while protecting, wherever possible, frontline 
services.
Throughout this process speaking to residents 
to understand how they have been affected by 
reductions or changes to services has been a key 
element.  Most recently members of the public 
- via the councils 14 Area Action Partnerships, 
the Citizens’ Panel and targeted questionnaires 
– were asked for their views on how they felt the 
council had managed the spending cuts to date. 
1,500 people responded and the results reveal 
there is a high level of public satisfaction with 
how the authority has managed a very difficult 
process so far. Included in the responses 
received is the fact that some 40 per cent of 
people felt that the introduction of Alternate 
Weekly Collections for refuse and recycling had 
had a positive impact on them, with only 12 per 

cent reporting a negative impact. This change 
alone is already saving the council over £2m a 
year.  
When asked about managing future spending 
people said they wanted regular consultation 
on key decisions to continue and to see the 
council’s management and structure under 
continued review as well as consistent moves to 
smarter ways of working.
Cllr Simon Henig, Leader of Durham County 
Council, said: “We are making extremely tough 
decisions in very difficult financial times and it 
is pleasing to see the public response is largely 
positive to the way we have managed this 
situation so far.
“The uncertainties around some key budgets 
mean there may be a need for further financial 
adjustment when we make our final budget 
decisions in February but we have promised to 
continue our discussion with the public so that 
we fully understand the impact these decisions 
have on our communities
“I would like to thank everyone who has helped 
us during this process by taking part in the many 
consultations that have been necessary and to 
say that we will continue to listen to their views 
moving forward.” 
While last month’s settlement was broadly 
what the authority had predicted, due to the 
uncertainties in some areas of funding nationally 
it is possible that further revisions will need to 
be made.
However, Cabinet members will be asked to 
note the contents of the report and the impact of 
the local government settlement on the council 
when they meet at Crook Civic Centre next 
week.
A further report will be taken to Cabinet next 
month (February 6) before County Council 
approve the budget at a meeting on February 20.

Additional checks on 
children’s weight should be 
carried out to provide a better 
understanding of obesity 
levels, Durham County 
Council’s Cabinet were told 
recently.
Information on children’s 
height and weight is currently 
gathered when youngsters are 
in Reception Class (age 4/5) 
and when they are in Year 
6 (age 10/11) through the 
National Child Measurement 
Programme.
However, a report by a county 
council scrutiny committee 
recommends that additional 
measurements should be 
taken when children are 6 or 
7-years-old in Year 2.
The proposal is being put 
forward to help health workers 
understand why obesity 
levels at reception class age 
in County Durham are lower 
than the national average but 
by Year 6, the rate has more 
than doubled. 
Cllr Jan Blakey, Chair of 
Durham County Council’s 
Children and Young People’s 
Overview and Scrutiny 
Committee, said: “The 
difference in the occurrence of 
obesity between these two age 
groups is significant but also 
complex as a myriad of factors

impact on childhood obesity.
“A greater understanding 
is needed of why a gap has 
developed and how it can be 
addressed. An intermediate 
measurement taken at age 
6/7 could possibly provide 
an opportunity to offer 
programmes at an earlier age.”
The scrutiny report notes 
that childhood obesity levels 
have reached a plateau in 
recent years but the time is 
now right to work towards 
reducing obesity. It makes 
reference to the impact of fast 
food outlets on obesity and 
notes the proposal within the 
County Durham Plan to limit 
the number of hot takeaways 
located next to schools and 
colleges.
It proposes that the current 
strategy for tackling obesity 
in children and young people 
is reviewed and updated to 
reflect changes in legislation, 
current intervention 
programmes, statistics and 
funding arrangements.
It also notes the success of 
programmes including MEND 
and FISCH, which promote 
the importance of physical 
activity and eating a well-
balanced diet.
