(avoid white) for the
different squares and join
together.

The finished blanket (child
size) is made up of 48
squares (6x8)

Strips:

Alternatively knit in garter
stitch strips of colours
equivalent to 8 squares
(times six).

If you would like to finish
off the blanket by crocheting
a border using double/treble
stitching this would be
acceptable.

Crocheted blankets:

For those who prefer
crocheting, either in small
pieces joined together or one
big square measuring 65”
they will be very acceptable
also.

wicket as well as investing
in new pitch covers and sight
screens.
