Contact a Family – the only UK 
charity that supports families 
with a disabled child whatever 
their condition or disability 
- is worried that many local 
families remain unaware of the 
government’s cap on benefi ts 
which was rolled out across the 
UK on Monday 15th July. 
The cap, which has already 
been piloted in four London 
boroughs, limits the total 
amount of benefi t payments, 
including housing benefi t, that 
a family receives. However 
it won’t apply if you, your 
partner or any dependent child 
gets disability living allowance 
(DLA) or the new personal 
independence payment 
(PIP) and in certain other 
circumstances.
Although it’s good news that 
households in receipt of DLA 
are exempt from the cap, 
Contact a Family knows that 
more than half of disabled 
children do not claim this 
benefi t. This can be for a range 
of reasons such as lack of 
awareness of this allowance, 
diffi culty completing the DLA 
form or because they don’t see 

their child as disabled. This 
means that some families with 
disabled children could fi nd 
themselves hit hard by the new 
benefi t cap. 
In addition, having an older 
child at home who gets DLA 
does not automatically mean 
you are exempt from the benefi t 
cap. If your son or daughter 
receives certain benefi ts such 
as Employment and Support 
Allowance in their own right, 
or if they have left full time 
education and your child tax 
credit and child benefi t for 
them has stopped you may not 
be protected from the cap. 
Contact a Family wants to 
encourage all local parents 
who have a child with a 
disability to be prepared and 
fi nd out more about this latest 
change to benefi ts. If you are 
a parent of a disabled child 
and are concerned about the 
new benefi t cap or would like 
more information about how 
to claim DLA please call our 
team of expert benefi t advisors 
on freephone 0808 808 3555.

2013-14 
looks set to be an even better 
year for Woodham Sports 
Academy.

At last Wednesday’s meeting 
of its Policy and Resources 
committee, the Town Council 
received the Medium Term 
Financial Plan, which 
was presented by Finance 
Manager Dan Austin.
Town Council fi nances are, 
actually, in a very healthy 
condition. The Council has 
recently achieved, yet again, 
an ‘unqualifi ed audit opinion’ 
(i.e. the auditors found no 
issues with the Council’s 
accounts).  
Even though council tax has 
been frozen for the last four 
years, the Council ended 
the year with very healthy 
balances just shy of £1 
million.  Outstanding loans 
stand at only £223,150, and 
Council assets are worth £5.5 
million. That does not mean, 
however, that the Town 
Council does not face huge 
diffi culties in the next four 
years.
Last year, the government 
changed the way it settles 
Council Tax Welfare Benefi t 
(CTWB) – which accounts 
for £350,000 of the Council’s 
£1.3 million precept. 
For the fi rst time in its history, 
the Town Council is now 
reliant upon a grant which 
the County Council has 
promised (but is not required) 
to pass on.  Moreover, the 
government has cut and cut 
again the amount of grant it 
is giving.  

Last year the government 
made a 10% cut in the grant 
which (with the loss also of 
the double taxation grant) 
made a £100,000+ hole 
in the Council’s income. 
The Chancellor’s Spending 
Review last month cut 
funding by a further 10%, 
which is expected to reduce 
the Council’s income by 
another £100,000 over the 
next four years.  
More cuts may be coming, 
and there is no guarantee 
that the County Council 
will continue to pass on the 
grant – by the worst-possible 
scenario, Council revenue 
could be cut by a disastrous 
25% per year.
The Medium Term Financial 
Plan, therefore, presents a 
dark picture of the Council’s 
fi nances in the next four 
years.  Basically, even if 
there are no further setbacks, 
the reality is this:
• We can expect balances 
steadily to fall, since we 
will no longer be able to 
replenish unavoidable capital 
expenditure from income.
• We are going to have to 
raise council tax to maintain 
services.
• If the government puts a 
cap on increases in council 
tax, or if there are further 
cuts in CTWB funding, then 
the Council may have to 
consider cutting services as 
well.                      J.D. Clare

Ebac’s products are also 
designed to fi t into any 
environment, with a palette of 
colours available, while they 
are also fi tted with wireless 
technology which alerts those 
responsible for maintenance 
should any issues arise, 

ensuring a swift response.
Pamela Petty, Group Managing 
Director, said: “Air source heat 
pumps using one kilowatt of 
energy can create heat output 
of between two and seven 
kilowatts. They are much 
cheaper to run than electric 
and, as gas prices increase and 
the same happens with oil, air 
source heat pumps become an 
increasingly viable option.
“We have developed a good, 
strong product and are very 
excited about the potential 
for air source heat pumps to 
become a large part of the Ebac 
portfolio of products.
“Making things is what we 
thrive upon at Ebac, and this 
adaptation of the technology 
we have developed and fi ne-
tuned during the company’s 
40-year history is an excellent 
opportunity for stimulating 
future growth.
“The increased viability 
of air source heat pumps 
could become even more 
enhanced with the eventual 
implementation of the 
Government’s Renewable 
Heating Incentive, as with 
the products’ inclusion on 
the Green Deal approved list.

The coaches provided are 49-53 seater executive coaches with toilet facilities. There 
is also a 53 seater executive coach with a wheelchair hoist to each destination. This 
ensures that even people with severe mobility problems can enjoy a day out. The hoist 
can be used for loading wheelchairs for those residents who need to travel in their 
wheelchair, or for use by people who cannot manage the steps on the coach.
The application forms and information booklets are available in April or May each year 
from the Council Of  ces, Golf and Sports Complexes, Recreation Centre (Beveridge 
Way) and the Library in the Town centre.
This year, residents had the choice of visiting Dumfries, Windermere, Skipton, 
Scarborough, Blackpool or South Shields for the day with a three course meal and tea 
or coffee provided in a good quality hotel with disabled facilities.
Apart from Skipton and South Shields, each of the excursions makes a comfort break 
stop en route to the destination and also on the homeward journey. On one of those 
comfort breaks, the Council pays for 
morning or afternoon refreshments. The 
Skipton and South Shields excursions 
made no stops either way.
Each person who quali  es is entitled to 
one ‘trip’. To qualify you must be aged 60 
or over and must have lived in the electoral 
parish by 1st April in the year of travel.
This year, there were 1364 applications.

We have seen 
some real engineering talent 
from some of the students, 
and it is exciting to think that 
some of them may well be the 
engineers of the future.
“Quite often, people have 
an outdated view of what an 
engineering environment is 
like, and the reality is very 
different.

and engineers early, and 
show them that this sector 
is modern, cutting edge and 
exciting – and one they could 
enjoy working in.” 
During the programme, 
students have built two radio 
controlled model aircraft –

Since Aldi opened Newton 
News has received numerous 
complaints over the strict 
parking arrangements at the 
store where customers have 
been issued with fi nes for 
overstaying the 1½ hours 
limit.
A number have appealed 
as they may have been only 
a minute or two over or 
unavoidably detained in the 
store itself-queuing! The 
manager is not able to deal 
with appeals as parking 
control is franchised to 
another company so the 
customer has to go through 
the long and stressful process 
of sorting the matter out 
themselves.
It is causing a lot of 
aggravation and many are 
deciding not to shop at Aldi 
and use Tesco instead where 
there is a more relaxed 
attitude. It is also pleasing 
to know the manager is 
available and there is a special 
customer services manager to 
deal with any queries.
The other problem is making 
contact with Aldi Head 
Offi ce to make your protest. 
Like most large companies 
they make this very diffi cult 
causing peole to vent their 
anger with the company on 

facebook.
There you will fi nd a string 
of angry customers from all 
over the country objecting 
to the fi nes for parking and 
calling on Aldi to review 
the policy. The local store 
manager should be able to 
cancel any doubtful parking 
infringement.
Newton News contacted 
Aldi’s press offi ce for a 
statement asking them to 
provide an easy way to 
contact the company in a 
dispute. We received the 
following reply:
“We employ a car park 
management system at 
many of our stores to ensure 
free parking is available for 
our customers. 
“At a number of stores, 
this system is managed 
by Parking Eye, although 
Aldi does not receive any 
revenue from any parking 
measures employed.
“Where customers feel 
they have received a fi ne 
unfairly, we recommend 
that they follow the Parking 
Eye appeals process that is 
clearly set out on the reverse 
of all communications 
issued by them, and on 
leafl ets that are available in 
store.

My friend and I who are 
members of the Oak Leaf 
Sports Complex have being 
playing squash there on a 
weekly basis for over 25 
years and are very well 
known to the staff.

Her response was to 
apologise simply saying there 
was nothing she could do as 

it was council policy for child 
protection reasons.
It would appear our 
Town Council’s maxim is 
‘assume everyone is guilty 
until proven innocent’ as 
they seem to believe all 
adult squash players are 
prospective paedophiles or 
child molesters.
Whereas I very much 
appreciate the need to protect 
children from predators 
I question the quality of 
guardianship during the 
junior coaching sessions in 
that if the supervisor isn’t 
able to control all charges, 
then surely there should be 
more attendants on duty. 
This would allow fee paying 
members to also enjoy the 
facilities with consequential 
revenue received by the 
Complex.

A QUESTION OF 
CHILD PROTECTION

Junior coaching and mini-league takes place on a Tuesday 
from 16.15 until 18.15, aimed at 8-15 years and seeks to 
develop squash skills in a fun atmosphere.
The courts are closed to the general public during this time 
and have been so for approximately ten years.  This decision 
was taken following an incident involving a junior attending 
the coaching and an adult player who were using the courts 
at the same time.
The situation was revisited at a later day and again the opening 
up of the two courts tried.  Again, adult players complained 
that the younger people were over-enthusiastic and noisy.  
Therefore the decision was taken not to let the remaining two 
courts when junior coaching takes place.
Child protection is clearly part of this decision.  However, this 
covers a greater area than cited in your correspondent’s letter.  
Child protection is not only in place to cover paedophiles and 
child molesters, but to protect the welfare of a young person, 
this is included in the Children Act 1989, which defi nes ‘harm’ 
as ill-treatment (including sexual abuse and non-physical 
forms of ill-treatment) or the impairment of health (physical 
or mental) or development (physical, intellectual, emotional, 
social or behavioural).
The arrangements put in place are reasonable and appropriate 
to the circumstances.

45,000 street lights across 
County Durham are to be 
replaced with state- of- the- 
art LED lights which are 
greener and cheaper to run.
A six year programme is 
now underway and will 

save around £24m over 
a 25 year period. It will 
also see carbon emissions 
from street lights, which 
are part of the project, 
reduced by 73% over the 
same time span. The LED 
lights provide a white light 
source which is clearer and 
aids visibility.
Alongside the start of the 
scheme the County Council 
is also revising its street 
lighting policy. Cabinet 
members will be asked to 
start a public consultation 
on changes which include 
getting rid of redundant 
street lights in some rural 
unpopulated areas, but only 
where it is safe to do so. It 
also proposes a carefully 
controlled dimming 
programme in times of low 
pedestrian and road traffi c 
usage.
The Cabinet member 
with responsibility for 
the environment is Cllr 
Brian Stephens: “The LED 
lights bring a whole host 
of benefi ts. They are much 
more energy effi cient, so 
will reduce our carbon 
emissions, and they have 
a longer lifespan, so will 
reduce maintenance costs.
“They also provide a 
clearer white light, which

Cllr Brian Stephens, a new energy effi cient street light 
improves visibility. By 
combining these benefi ts 
with a new street lighting 
policy we can protect the 
environment and make the 
fi nancial savings we have 
to make.”
Subject to the consultation 
process, the revised policy 
will set out the council’s 
approach to reducing 

lighting levels in between 
certain hours. 
The policy suggests two 
stage dimming:
10pm – 12am – 25 per cent 
reduction; 12am – 5am 
– 50 per cent reduction. 
Trials have shown that 
dimming at these levels is 
usually not perceptible to 
the human eye.
