Last Sunday morning Chris 
Palmer, Director of the 
Furniture Scheme at Chillton 
received a phone call to say 
that one of the factory units 
had been broken into and set 
fi re. The police and three fi re 
engines attended the scene 
and brought it under control.
The industrial site is owned 
by Durham County Council, 
but the CCTV is non-
operational. Police Scene of 
Crime, Fire Brigade Team 
are investigating and the 
building is now sealed off and 
inaccessible. 
The fi re has caused extensive 
smoke damage to the entire 
unit and the break in point 
seems to have been through 
the rear fi re exit. The building 
had been secured, padlocked 
and locked throughout. 
Arson is a possibility and 
will be confi rmed later. This 
is a training and support 
facility and as such this fi re 
will have severe operational, 
commercial and business 
implications causing issues 
and concerns. 
“We will need urgent help 
to get the training and 
employment facility back 
into full swing” said Chris 
Palmer. In the meantime 
CDFHS have been very 
busy converting unit 12 into 
a training, recycling and 
employment support facility. 
Unit 12 had been used as a 
‘bargain basement’ with items 
£20 or less, unfortunately 
they no longer have space for 
this.

After a series of meetings the Steering Group to form a 
partnership in the town of all welfare organisations, both 
voluntary and statutory have almost completed the task. 
Everyone is excited at this development and the idea is being 
welcomed and hailed as a model for other towns.
The aim is to bring everyone together in a co-ordinated 
bid to ensure there is a comprehensive service to everyone 
seeking assistance and that no one falls through the net.
To aid this a Memorandum of Understanding is being 
adopted by all partners and an effi cient referral system 
introduced, helped by a directory listing every type of 
welfare organisation in the area. This will be produced for 
general distribution in printed form, sponsored by Newton 
Press.
The Great Aycliffe Community Aid Partnership consists of 
people already giving great service to the needy: ie: The Food 
Bank, Helping Hands, Disc, Livin, Xcel and other churches 
in the town. Other agencies dealing with health conditions 
are also on board with each one acting as referrers to any 
of the partners depending on the need of the individual 
requesting assistance. The town’s community centres and 
residents associations will also be involved acting as referrers 
with collection and emergency distribution points for food 
and household goods at various locations.
The partnership hopes to be formed in early December with 
this new scheme bringing great benefi ts all round. 
Any organisation offering aid and assistance to people in 
crisis is invited to become a partner and should contact the

It seems to me therefore that all paid up members now will have a 
claim in the liquidation that this must now have become, for two 
thirds of their annual fees and should submit claims to KPMG 
accordingly.
Our Town Councillors should also now be regretting giving 
their support to Washington Developments, the owners, for their 
planning application to build houses and a hotel on the course. 
They should also bear a share of the responsibility for the very sad 
loss of jobs that has resulted and wished that they had heeded the 
warnings given very clearly to them by members of the club and 
by residents of Woodham about the credentials of the company.
Councillors cannot say that they were not warned but unfortunately 
they were seduced by promises of funds for social housing and 
potential increases in council tax revenue from the houses that 
Washington Developments said they were going to build.

Dear Sir
I have followed the 
correspondence on bus services 
in Aycliffe with interest. Last 
year Arriva were invited to 
the Town Council to answer 
comments when services 

were changed without prior 
notice, leaving many would 
be passengers totally bemused. 
The problems at that time 
arose from the withdrawal of 
the No.16 (operated by Scarlet 
Band) followed by Arriva  

rerouting their services and the 
unreliability of the services.
This left residents of the 
Agnews, Avon Court and 
Bluebell estates without a 
service from Tesco that they 
had previously enjoyed. 
When the new Town Bus 
service was proposed I was 
consulted about this omission, 
but the proprietor decided on 
an alternative route. This left 
people only with a service to 
Churchill House end of town.
Residents of other areas of the 
town have since tried to dilute 
the service we have whilst 
retaining all their services. 
Surely this “rob Peter to pay 
Paul” approach is not the way 
forward. Improvement in 
services to all areas of Newton 
Aycliffe is needed. Arriva’s 
Paul de Santis admitted at the 
Council meeting that he did not 
know Aycliffe, but at the same 
time did not convince me (I was 
a Town Councillor at the time) 
that he was prepared to look 
further at the townspeople’s 
needs. The County Council 
Offi cer offered no assistance 
at all.
The only way to get improved 
services that I can see is to form 
a local “Users Group” to act as 
a pressure group approaching 
public transport operators and 
the County Council for their 
support. 
There is a proposal for 
an integrated transport 
authority based on an 
enlarged “Nexus” area and 
a proposal was put forward 
for the Middlesborough to 
Darlington rail to be converted 
to a tramway. It would appear 
that we are in between these 
schemes and could lose out, 
hence my proposal for this new 
pressure group.
Some ideas:
Extend one No.7 service per 
hour limited stop from Durham 
to Newcastle via Metro Centre.
Review Town Bus Services in 
light of increased housing in 
the area linking bus services to 
the station.
Encourage Bus operators to 
advertise their services other 
than on their website.

At last Wednesday’s meeting 
The Town Council discussed 
the future of land formerly 
occupied by Elmfi eld School, 
now demolished. Durham 
County Council propose to sell 
the land for housing and this 
was thought to be acceptable 
as long as the houses were 
bungalows from a £½million 
put aside for affordable homes.
The Council heard of proposals 
to build a Community Centre 
on the site, but some considered 
this unwanted as previous 
centres received little local 
support - in fact Greenfi eld Hall 
was converted to a church.
Counc Gray thought there 
would be a demand for a school 
again in that area as there was 
a general shortage of student 
places in the town.
The Leader Bob Fleming said 

if there was a demand it would 
come from the east of the town 
where 900 new homes were to 
be built. He also mentioned that 
Vane Road School was past its 
sell by date and as the building 
contained asbestos needed 
to be modernised. The report 
was accepted with a request 
the Elmfi eld site be used for 
building bungalows.
Discussion followed on the 
Durham County Local Plan 
relating to the development of 
900 houses at Copelaw which 
Cllr Fleming said would have 
massive implications, taking 
houses as far south as Ayclife 
Village. It was agreed to invite 
the DCC Chief Planning 
Offi cer to address the Council 
to explain the proposals.

A heated debate followed over 
the changes of boundaries 
for The Chesnuts and Eldon 
Whins. Previously the council 
were keen to bring these two 
areas within Great Aycliffe, 
but objections from both 
Councils, in whose parish they 
are currently located, are being 
raised.
It was accepted that an 
argument with Heighington 
and Darlington over the 
Chesnuts would be a long 
process and should not be 
persued at this time. However 
Eldon Whins was not even built 
yet and as it was in the original 
Aycliffe Master Plan it should 
be reviewed under Community 
Governance procedures.  
When built the residents of 
Eldon Whins would be using 
Aycliffe’s infrastructure, 
environment and resources and 
to affect community cohesion 
they should come naturally 
within the Great Aycliffe 
boundary. The alternative 
would leave Middridge and 
Eldon Whins separated by two 
large fi elds.
Counc. Clare was alone in 
opposing this view and thought 
it wrong to cause harm to our 
relationship with Middridge 
and fi ght them on this issue.
Counc Adam in proposing the 
motion said he did not want 
to upset anyone but this is a 
legal process which the Town 
Council have a duty to pursue.
