We as the Trustees of the Alpha Project would like
to clarify our aims regarding Horndale House.
We intend to set up a home primarily for young
homeless people of Newton Aycliffe and
surrounding area.

When we took over the Charity we saw that
Horndale House had great potential to carry out

the medium term phase of the Alpha Project’s

objectives, which are to provide supportive
accommodation for the homeless.

The project aims to offer a home that will provide
24 hour supervision, and a safe supportive
environment.

We believe that many people need a place that can
offer emergency accommodation, and an
alternative to those who may have to leave their
Community in order to find accommodation.
The Project also wants to provide an additional
choice to those who are living in what may be
unsuitable or unstable situations or circumstances.
