PCP CELEBRATES SUCCESS
AND NEW CHAIRMAN AT AGM

PCP held its 16th Annual
General Meeting this Monday
and welcomed distinguished
guests Lord Foster of Bishop
Auckland and his wife Lady
Ann, along with the Mayor
Mary Dalton and her consort,
Councillor Michael Dalton.
We were also joined by a
range of stakeholders, service
users, staff and volunteers
all of whom listened with
interest to Chief Executive,
Carol  Gaskarth as she
presented the charities 2014-
15 achievements.

Carol explained that the
organisation continues to grow
and provide services across
the North East and that it is
highly respected for the work
it does to support its mission
of *“Health, Wellbeing and
Learning for All”.
Achievements included:
