An award-winning family 
entertainment venue is set 
to bring a range of exciting 
new outdoor activities to 
its Newton Aycliffe site 
including a 180-metre zip 
line and 38-metre high 
bungee tower.
ROF 59 activity centre has 
applied to Durham County 
Council for permission to 
install the new facility at the 
rear of its existing building 
on Aycliffe Business Park.
Two zip lines will enable 
thrill-seekers to glide 180 
metres across a stretch of 
land between Cumbie Way 
and Beaumont Way on to 
landing zones. The venture, 

could create up to 12 new 
jobs and would open in the 
summer if approved.
As well as the zip lines and 
bungee tower, ROF 59 also 
hopes to include an outdoor 
army-style assault course 
and “tough mudder” type 
exercise area as part of the 
new development.
ROF 59, which was named 
Newcomer of the Year at 
Aycliffe Business Park’s 
Make Your Mark awards 
last week, has already seen 

footfall double in recent 
months.
John Finley says the latest 
addition to ROF 59 will be 
another fi rst for Newton 
Aycliffe. “We’ve always 
wanted to bring unique 
attractions to Aycliffe, not 
copy what other people do.
“When we fi rst had the idea 
of a trampoline park, the 
nearest to us are in Castleford 
and Edinburgh. I knew they 
were going to be big and, sure 
enough, we’re now seeing 
them crop up in various areas 
of the region.
“It was a fi rst for Newton 
Aycliffe and we’ve seen 
footfall at ROF 59 increase 
over the last few months, and 
has now doubled.

EU key to North East’s 
prosperity says Alan Johnson 
MP, during visit to Gestamp   
Thousands of North East 
jobs would be under threat 
if Britain severs ties with the 
EU, warned Alan Johnson 
MP, former home secretary 
and chair of the Labour IN 
campaign, during his visit to 
the Gestamp plant in Newton 
Aycliffe. 
Mr Johnson, accompanied by 
Sedgefi eld MP Phil Wilson 
and North East MEP Jude 
Kirton-Darling, was given 
a tour of the expansive 
Gestamp plant before sitting 
down with workers for a 
question and answer session 
on all matters EU. 
During the tour Plant Director 
Clive Wheeler and Gestamp’s 

UK Director Peter Gallone 
discussed the importance 
of EU membership to the 
Newton Aycliffe plant, which 
exports more than two thirds 
of their products to Europe. 
The second biggest employer 
in the North East, Gestamp a 
Spanish owned fi rm, employs 

1300 people directly, and 
hundreds more indirectly 
through the supply chain. 
Mr Johnson said “There is 
no doubt in my mind that 
continued membership of the 
European Union is the best 
way of helping companies 
like Gestamp succeed and

to improve this region’s 
economic prosperity.”
Mr Wilson fi rmly agreed, 
commenting “UK 
membership of the EU is 
vital in attracting businesses 
and jobs to the region. Our 
membership played a key 
role in bringing Hitachi 
into Newton Aycliffe, and 
is fundamental in ensuring 
companies like Gestamp 
remain competitive, enabling 
them to grow their workforce 
and provide jobs for my 
constituents.”
Following the tour, Alan, 
Phil and Jude, sat down with 
40 workers to discuss their 
views on EU membership. 
Workers asked Mr Johnson 
questions on a range of issues 
from sovereignty, cost of EU 
membership, and how staying 
in the EU would be a benefi t 
to smaller businesses. 
In addition to answering 
questions, Mr Johnson 
explained how the EU 
not only brings jobs and 
prosperity, but protects 
workers’ rights, entitlement 
to annual leave, maternity 
and paternity leave, and equal 
rights for agency workers. 
Speaking to one worker Mr 
Johnson said “Reforming 
Europe is a process not an 
event and I believe that David 
Cameron has gone about it in 
the wrong way.”
MEP Jude Kirton-Darling 
informed workers how the 
North East in particular 
benefi ts from UK 
membership. Being a net 
benefi ciary of the EU, means 
pound for pound the North 
East gets more out of the EU 
than we put in. 
Speaking after the event Mr 
Johnson told the Northern 
Echo “We strongly believe 
that leaving will damage 
our security, prosperity, 
and infl uence in the word. It 
would be a retrograde step 
that would have a negative 
impact right here in the North 
East.” 
“I am confi dent of our 
argument but the referendum 
is a democratic process and 
could go either way. We will 
do what we can to defend the 
rights of working people.”

Though brain tumours are 
now the biggest cancer 
killer of people under 40, 
research into their cause 
and treatment attracts only 
one per cent of the national 
research budget. Anna says: 
“That’s got to change”.

Newton Aycliffe moved to 
fourth in the Ebac Northern 
League Division One with a 1-0 
win over Whitley Bay.
