North East England’s most 
senior Rotary offi cial has 
praised the ‘outstanding 
courage, determination and 
success’ of Newton Aycliffe 
brain tumour research 
campaigner Anna Swabey 
who, though battling a 
terminal illness, admitted 
this week that she ‘couldn’t 
be happier’.
Twenty-four-year-old Anna 
fi rst made the admission in 
a national Sunday newspaper 
colour supplement and 
confi rmed her feelings this 
week when she was presented 
with the prestigious ‘UK 
Young Citizen of the Year’ 
trophy by Rtn Terry Long, 
Rotary’s District Governor in 
North East England on behalf 

of Rotary in Great Britain 
and Ireland.
It was Anna’s third honour 
within the space of a few 
months. She was also made 
an honorary member of 
the Rotary Club of Newton 
Aycliffe and nominated for 
a Durham County Council 
Chairman’s Medal. But the 
awards were then eclipsed 
by a marriage proposal 
from boyfriend Andy Bell.  

The couple will marry at 
Richmond, North Yorkshire, 
in September.
As well as the Young Citizen 
trophy, the District Governor 
(left) also presented 
Anna with a special lapel 
pin highlighting Rotary 
International’s current 
year theme - ‘Be a gift to 
the world’ – to mark her 
outstanding success in 
raising over £50,000 for 
brain tumour research 
and helping to secure over 
100,000 signatures for an 
on-line petition requiring 
the government to debate the 
amount of cash it allocates 
for research into brain 
tumour cancers.
The presentation ceremony 
should have taken place at 
Rotary’s national conference 
in Bournemouth in mid-
April but the event clashed 
with the marathon in 
Paris where Anna will be 
supporting her 14-strong 
team of fund-raising runners.  
“I’m really gutted that I can’t 
be at Bournemouth,” she told 
District Governor Terry.
A BBC television crew fi lmed 
this week’s presentation 
which was shown on both 
Look North and at the Rotary 
Conference.

Aycliffe Mum Leads 
“Mums in the Know”

An Aycliffe teacher is speaking 
out about Durham County 
Council’s proposed Youth 
Service changes.
The Council is proposing 
to withdraw funding from 
Newton Aycliffe’s Youth and 
Community Centre, and from 
the twice-weekly Youth Club 
held there, in order to focus 
services upon vulnerable and 
needy youngsters.
Local schoolteacher Peter 
Davies fears that this may 
damage many young people.  
He says: “I appreciate that the 
Council must make savings, 
but the Youth Centre is going to 
be even more important in the 
coming years as government 
cuts damage society, and the 
Youth Club is an essential 
part of the service offered to 
the needy youngsters of the 
town.  It serves as a safe place 
for those needing somewhere 
to go, a drop-in for those in 
need of advice or wishing to 
disclose, and a safety net for 
those in danger of going off the 
rails”.  
“Closing the Youth Club 
would simply be to neglect 
addressable issues which will 
become insoluble problems 
later on,” says Mr Davies.  “I 
am hoping we can persuade the 
Council to continue to fi nance 
a Youth Worker presence 
at the Youth Club as part of 
their service to vulnerable 
youngsters.”
Vince Crosby, Chairman of 
the Youth and Community 

Centre, welcomed Mr Davies’s 
intervention.  “This is exactly 
what the Board of Trustees 
wants too,” he said.  “We will 
take over the running of the 
Centre under the Durham 
ASK, and we expect to be 
able to provide a venue for 
the Youth Club.  But we need 
Youth Workers to provide a 
specialised service for the 
young people who go there – 
who are, some of them, very 
needy indeed.”
Mr Davies explained: “The 
Youth Club needs our active 
support for the sake of our 
young people.  When I stood 
recently for election to the 
Town Council, I told the voters 
that I would make youth the 
focus of my work.  In the event, 
I was not elected, but that does 
not affect my determination 
to fi ght for the town’s young 
people, of whom I was one 
once, and whom I now serve as 
their teacher.”

The Team
I’ll start off with a bit of news 
regarding the good old NPT 
itself. This week we will be 
welcoming a new PCSO to our 
ranks as Daniela Jones joins us 
fresh from training. Daniela 
will be working alongside old 
stalwart Gavin Laycock over 
the coming weeks as she gets 
to know the area and comes 
up to speed with local issues. 
Having met Daniela recently 
I can report that she is very 
enthusiastic and looking 
forward to immersing herself 
with local concerns. I am sure 
you will get to meet her over 
the coming months at one 
of our various community 
engagement forums.
I myself will be handing over 
the Inspector’s pips during the 
coming months as we have 
a new ‘boss’ taking over – I 
will leave it to my replacement 
herself to make the necessary 
introductions as I would hate 

to rain on anyone’s parade. 
For myself that means dusting 
off my old Sergeant’s chair 
and retaking that helm. These 
front line reports will continue 
however!
Burglaries Update
There is no doubt that anyone 
following the Team’s social 
media pages or having read 
local media will have seen 
that – of late, we have seen a 
troubling rise in the occurrence 
of house burglaries. We have 
not suffered any such crimes 
this past week within Newton 
Aycliffe I am happy to report 
however the Neighbourhood 
Team here and our CID 
colleagues have been working 
closely together putting 
various pieces of intelligence 
together and progressing 
various leads and that work 
has paid off. 
I reported several weeks ago 
that a 14 year old male had 
been arrested on suspicion of 
being involved in these crimes 
and bailed. That tenacity didn’t 
end there….. On the 19th 
March a 39 year old local male 
was arrested on suspicion of 
involvement in the burglaries 
– he was bailed whilst further 
enquiries progress regarding 
his suspected involvement.
And as I type this a 42 year 
old male – also from Newton 
Aycliffe, is currently in custody 

undergoing questioning by 
local detectives having been 
arrested last night. Your local 
Neighbourhood Cops may 
not be fl awless but we are 
determined!
My Thought Of The Week
I would like to say that the 
taking of someone’s liberty 
– aka arresting them, is not 
in itself evidence of guilt. 
Police Offi cers operate in the 
arena of suspicion and belief. 
During any investigation 
suspicion gives us the grounds 
to make an arrest – subject to 
necessity, and subsequently 
interview detained persons. It 
may be that the outcome of the 
interview process eliminates 
a particular person from the 
investigation and they are 
released with no further action 
being taken. Whilst there is 
no doubt that to many people 
the removal of their liberty is 
a harrowing experience it is 
sadly a necessary evil. 
Why do I refer to this you may 
ask? As part of our continued 
efforts to engage with the 
community and highlight our 
accountability to yourselves 
(basically, what we’re doing in 
relation to key crimes/issues) 
we regularly raise awareness 
of arrests made and such 
conversations often generate 
debate and conversation 
amongst our followers. 
So what am I saying? If you 
read a post relating to an 
arrest that has been made, 
that in itself is not evidence 
of someone’s guilt – it is an 
awareness that we are working 
to address local issues by 
pursuing all lines of enquiry.
To close, thanks for reading 
and I hope you tune in again 
next time, as one things 
for certain - there’s always 
something going on in the 
world of Neighbourhood 
Policing.

Labour Go Head of Strategy 
Nigel Griffi ths says: “From 
our £19bn annual contribution 
to Brussels, we get back a 
miserly £1.2bn for regional 
development. It is time to 
take back control instead of 
handing over billions.”
Tees Valley and Durham 
contributes £2.30, to get just 
£1 back from Europe – Lack 
of Regional Justice
Incredibly, while Europe 
contributes £213,000 to the 
economy of Tees Valley and 
Durham – at the same time 
Europe takes away £489,000 
from Tees Valley and 
Durham.
People from Tees Valley and 
Durham are effectively out 

The EU debate is full of 
mistruths and confounding 
information. Even those 
campaigning to leave can’t 
agree on how much the UK 
contributes to the EU. Some 
will claim the fi gure is £14 
billion whilst others will 
infl ate it to £19 billion. Neither 
however, are right. 
The UK’s contribution to the 
EU is based on GDP which 
changes year on year, and once 
the contribution is calculated 
an automatic discount (called a 
rebate) of £5 billion is applied. 
In 2015, the UK’s net 
contribution to the EU was 
less than £6 billion. A far cry 
from the £19 billion some out 
campaigners would have you 
believe. 

EU Costs 30p a Day for a £3000 Return
Breaking this down, Britain’s 
EU membership costs only 
30p per person per day. A 
bargain when you consider 
that the CBI has stated the 
EU is worth £3000 per 
household.  As part of the 
Tees Valley and Durham, we 
benefi t signifi cantly from EU 
membership.
Under the Youth Employment 
Initiative North East, Tees 
Valley and Durham receive 
£19.8m; from the European 
Agricultural Fund for Rural 
Development we get £11.5; 
research and development 
funding for universities ad 
SME’s is expected to reach 
£130m; and the EU Structural 
funds will contribute £595.6m 
between 2014 and 2020.
In total, that’s a staggering 
£756.9 million that the North 
East, Tees Valley and Durham 
will receive from the EU 
before 2020. 
Examples of where this money 
has been spent are evident 
across the North East from the 
iconic Angel of the North to 
NetPark in Sedgefi eld which 
will receive £4,939,608 in 
capital from the EU’s Regional 
Development funds. Closer 
to home  Gestamp, and South 
West Durham Training Centre 
who have received £163,000 
for their Enhanced Train to 
Gain project, have benefi ted 
directly from EU funding, 
along with many others.
People who advocate leaving, 
want us to take back control. 
But is this Tory government 
really going to invest the same 
amount of money into the 
North East that the EU does? 
To be frank, the answer is no.
Under this government, local 
authority funding in the North 
East is the lowest of all regions 
except the East Midlands. It 
would be fantastical to believe 
this government would put the 
same level of investment back 
into County Durham, where 
local authority spending will 
have been cut by £290 million 
by 2020.   
Whilst EU funding benefi ts 
the North East signifi cantly, 
unimpeded access to 
the single market brings 
investment, growth and jobs 
to the region.
Our EU membership has 
attracted companies like 
Nissan and Hitachi Rail 
Europe to the region, and 
supports well over 100,000 
jobs across the North East.
Companies like Nissan, 
Hitachi and Gestamp all 
support continued EU 
membership because they 
recognise the EU brings 
investment, growth, and jobs 

to the region. 
Even Hitachi’s Chief 
Executive has said it would 
be “ridiculous” for the UK 
to leave the EU.  But the EU 
referendum isn’t just about 
economics. Benefi ts of EU 
membership are everywhere 
in everyday life. Other 
benefi ts include holiday pay, 
worker’s rights, maternity 
and paternity leave, and 
protection for agency 
workers to name just a few.
The EU has brought the cost 
of a ten minute phone call 
down by 74% since 2000, 
and has set the maximum 
charge for sending a text, 
cutting costs for consumers 
by 60%.
For 30 pence a day, the return 
we get from the EU is huge. 
It provides investment in our 
region, supports jobs, and 
protects our rights. 
The EU provides each of us 
with a better quality of life, 
and for 30 pence a day that is 
defi nitely something worth 
protecting.

It is estimated that 70% of our 
overall contributions go to 
Member States, with just 25% 
ending up back in UK regions 
they originally came from 
with only 5% redistributed 
across other regions.
Of the 37 regions in Britain 
under the EU classifi cation 
system, 35 are net contributors 
to structural funds, with only 
West Wales and Cornwall 
being net benefi ciaries.
Regional injustice in terms 
of funding Europe was 
addressed by Gordon Brown 
in 2003 who said the time was 

ripe to “bring regional policy 
back to Britain”. But Brown 
got nowhere redressing the 
imbalance. The Coalition 
dropped the commitment as it 
never even made it into David 
Cameron’s negotiation.
Over the 2007-2013 EU 
budgetary period, the UK 
contributed roughly £29.5bn 
to the EU’s structural and 
cohesion funds, getting back 
around £8.7bn.
All the regions in the North-
East pay in more than they 
get back, as does Northern 
Ireland (£1.58 for every £1 it 
gets back). All sub-regions 
in Scotland are likewise net 
losers from the structural 
funds.

FUNDING AVAILABLE FOR 
LOCAL GROUPS FROM GAMP

Dear Sir,
Please can we make a plea 
through your newspaper to a 
resident of Butterwick Court 
who throws food out for  
birds onto the green between 
there and Grange Court 
to stop, for the following 
reasons?
For months now there 
has been large quantities 
of various foodstuffs put 
out; fi sh, bacon, chicken 
carcasses, buckets full of 
rotten apples and huge 

amounts of bread. This has 
resulted in rats visiting in 
broad daylight, foxes and an 
enormous infl ux of crows. 
Two dogs have been 
hospitalised on drips due 
to dashing off and eating it 
before their owner realised 
what they were doing and 
one has been left with an 
ongoing condition. The 
Environmental Health 
Offi cer has been out to 
investigate and agrees 
that there is a problem but 
cannot act unless the person 
responsible is identifi ed.
Last week a large amount of 
woolly stuff was left out, I 
presume for nesting material, 
and the neighbourhood 
warden had to come out 
and remove it before it blew 
everywhere!
We are now troubled by a 
murder of crows, which are 
normally fairly solitary birds, 
there can be up to forty at a 
time in front of our houses 
and the massive problem that 
we have with them is that 
they are damaging our roofs 
by pecking out the mortar. 
I don’t know why this 
behaviour is occurring, 
perhaps a dietary defi ciency, 
but last Autumn fi ve of the 
residents facing the green 
had to pay £200 each to have 
their ridge tiles re-pointed.
You can watch and hear 
them on your roof as whole 
chunks of mortar fall off. It 
is now happening again and 
is a huge cost to us all, the 
crows have begun to nest 
nearby and their numbers are 
going to multiply, increasing 
the problem signifi cantly.
Apparently we are not 
allowed to shoot them so we 
are appealing to the better 
nature of this person to 
cease throwing food there.
If caught the council have 
said they will be prosecuted. 
I am not against anyone 
feeding wildlife but please 
do it in your own garden, 
this is causing enormous and 
expensive problems for other 
residents.

Durham County Council 
and the Durham Local 
Safeguarding Children Board 
have backed the Together, 
We Can Tackle Child Abuse 
campaign. 
Launched by the Department 
for Education the initiative 
is encouraging the public to 
report cruelty, mistreatment 
and neglect, while making 
it easier for people to raise 
concerns.
Jane Geraghty, the independent 
chair of the Durham Local 
Safeguarding Children Board, 
said: “Child abuse can have 
a damaging and long lasting 
impact on children and their 
families. 
“And victims are often 
reluctant to report their abuse 
or don’t recognise they are 
being abused. 
“This makes it important for us 
all to be ‘eyes and ears’ in our 
communities.”
Most children in County 
Durham are well cared for 
and protected by their parents 
or carers but a small number 
suffer harm.
Yet nationally it has been 
found that a third of those who 
suspect child abuse do nothing, 
with many people not acting 
on their suspicions because 
they’re worried about being

wrong. 
The campaign’s message is that 
you don’t have to be absolutely 
certain about your suspicions 
and that if you have a feeling 
that something’s not right, 
you should talk to your local 
children’s social care team who 
can look into it.
Information is usually 
gathered from many sources, 
and any report would form one 
part of a bigger picture. 
The campaign features an 
“ABC” list to help spot the 
signs of child abuse or neglect. 
Look for changes in:
• Appearance – such as 
frequent unexplained injuries, 
consistently poor, hygiene, 
matted hair, unexplained gifts, 

or a parent regularly collecting 
children from school when 
drunk
• Behaviour - such as 
demanding or aggressive 
behaviour, frequent lateness or 
absence from school, avoiding 
their own family, misusing 
drugs or alcohol, or being 
constantly tired
• Communication – such as 
sexual or aggressive language, 
self-harming, becoming 
secretive and reluctant to share 
information or being overly 
obedient
If you are concerned a child is 
being harmed or neglected call 
First Contact on 03000 26 79 
79.  If a child is in immediate 
risk of harm call 999.

A campaign is to be launched 
to encourage even higher levels 
of household recycling in 
County Durham. The County 
Council has secured almost 
£31,000 from the Waste and 
Resources Action Programme 
(WRAP) to promote its 
national Recycle Now ‘Good 
to Know’ campaign locally.
The council is promoting the 
six month campaign which 
started in February.
The campaign aims to raise 
awareness of the different 
types of materials that can be 
recycled from different rooms 
of the home in the blue lidded 
recycling bins and recycling 
boxes, including those from 
which WRAP believes 
recycling rates are lower.
Good to Know will see the 
council’s strategic waste 
team getting the message 
out at school assemblies and 
roadshows, through social

media, knocking on doors and 
handing out leafl ets.
The campaign message 
will also be advertised in 
newspapers and on the back of 
buses as well as on radio. 
Offi cers will also be giving 
out bin stickers and putting 
stickers on recyclable items in 
Durham’s Sainsbury’s store.
Around half of the population 
already recycle and the 
campaign aims to encourage 
people to do more by 
highlighting the benefi ts.
For example, one drinks can 
could save enough energy to 
power a TV for four hours and 
plastic bottles can be recycled 
and made into a chair.
Alan Patrickson, head of 
projects and business services, 
said: “More than six out of ten 
of us now describe ourselves as 
committed recyclers but that 
doesn’t mean that we can’t do 
more. 

“This campaign will raise 
awareness about the products 
people might still be unsure of 
and help those that already do 
their part to recycle extra items 
and different materials that 
they might not have thought 
of.”
Good to Know will run 
alongside the council’s ongoing 
Bin it Right campaign, which 
aims to get people to put the 
right items in the right bin 
to stop recyclable material 
being contaminated and made 
unusable.

District 75 Swimming club are 
now back in their home pool 
at Newton Aycliffe Leisure

collection of titles and medals 
at 3 different competitions, and 
a swimmer competing at the 
GB Olympic Trials.
Elisabeth Yaneske took 1st 
place in the 400m and 100m 
freestyle and came 2nd in 
the 200m freestyle at the 
Billingham Forum Masters 
Meet on 13th March.  
Matthew Bradley became 
English Schools National 
Under 19 Champion at 200m 
freestyle on 19th March at a 
meet in London.  
Also during this same weekend 
6 swimmers competed at the 
Richmondale off the Blocks 

Newton Aycliffe achieved the 
greatest result in their 50 year 
history by winning the Durham 
Challenge Cup on Good 
Friday. The Challenge Cup is 
the premier competition in the 
county & has been in existence 
since 1884. 
Newton Aycliffe will now be 
engraved on the magnifi cent 
trophy for the fi rst time & is 
a fi tting reward for the club’s 
efforts this year. Their previous 
best was a semi fi nal defeat in 
1969.
There was drama even before 
the teams got to the Hetton 
Centre for the fi nal. Just four 
days before the big game it was 
discovered that Whickham had 
played an ineligible player in 
three previous rounds.
They were removed from the 
competition & beaten semi 
fi nalists West Auckland were 
reinstated.
The 11:00am kick off was an 
early start for the fans but 
604 turned out on a glorious 
Easter morning to watch an 
entertaining match.
Aycliffe dominated the game 
but it was West Auckland who 
took the lead after just four 
mins. The defence failed to 
deal with a ball into the box 
& Darren Richardson took 
advantage fi ring past James 
Winter in the Aycliffe goal. 
There was a further blow for 
the blues after 18 mins when 
Ashley Coffey limped off with 
an ankle injury.
Throughout the fi rst half 
Aycliffe had several chances 
to equalise but couldn’t get the 
ball in the net. Zak Boagey, 
John Campbell & Matty Moffat 
all came close. Moffat almost 
scored on 35 mins but his effort 
hit the crossbar & with no one 
able to follow in West escaped 
& made it to half time 1-0 up.
Aycliffe started the second half 
strongly. A corner on 48mins 
found Stuart Banks whose 
header went wide of the post. 
Five minutes later skipper Paul 
Garthwaite’s low shot was 
saved by West keeper David 
Knight who was immediately 
called back into action to save 
from Moffat.
The pressure paid off & after 
54 minutes Aycliffe equalised 
thanks to a powerful shot 
from Campbell which gave the 
keeper no chance.
Aycliffe continued to press for 
the remainder of the second 
half but West held out & took  
the game to extra time.
Extra time continued with 
Aycliffe again on the attack. 
Within 3 mins they took the 
lead. A free kick just outside 
the penalty area gave Dennis 
Knight an opportunity. As has 
been the case many times this 
season his kick evaded the wall 
& the keeper’s dive on its way 
into the net. Aycliffe’s third 
came after 96 mins. Garthwaite 
scored a great solo effort 
surging through the defence & 
fi nishing with a fi ne low shot 
from the left.
West Auckland couldn’t 
respond & Aycliffe took a 

deserved 3-1 win.
The Aycliffe players & 
management under Peter 
Dixon’s leadership thoroughly 
deserved their victory & the 
enthusiastic celebrations 
which followed the trophy 
presentation showed how much 
the win meant
to everyone connected with the 
club. In   a very nice gesture 
captain
Paul Garthwaite gave his medal 
away to devoted supporter 
Martin Hughes, saying later 
on Twitter ‘Top man is Martin. 
Deserves the medal more than 
me.’
With 13 league games still to 
play Aycliffe now move on to 
6 consecutive home fi xtures, 
starting with West Allotment 
Celtic visiting on Tuesday 29 
March (ko 7:45) followed by 
FA Vase fi nalists Morpeth
