‘Anna’s Army’ of 12 long-
distance runners raised almost 
£14,500 for the Brain Tumour 
Research Campaign through 
sponsorship in the weekend’s 
gruelling Paris marathon.
“It’s great that people have 
given so much money for such 
a worthwhile cause but it would 
be even more wonderful if we 
could actually hit the £15,000 
landmark,” said cancer victim 
Anna at her Newton Aycliffe 
home this week.
There was special praise for 
one member of the ‘Army’ – 
Sarah Hargreaves from York, 
a friend of Anna’s mum, 
Linda – who tackled the Paris 
marathon and then got on her 
bike and rode the 277 miles 
to Rotterdam where she will 
run in the city’s weekend 
marathon. Sarah (photo right) 
has raised £3,700 of the £14,431 
pledged in sponsorship money 
from the Paris Marathon.

Since Anna Swabey from 
Newton Aycliffe was 
diagnosed with a terminal 
brain tumour 15 months ago, 
she has raised more than 
£65,000 for the charity and 
has also helped attract more 
than 100,000 signatures for 
an on-line petition calling 
for the government to boost 
its funding for brain tumour 
research. A Parliamentary 
debate on the issue is scheduled 
for later this month.
Anna’s non-stop efforts 
recently won her a prestigious 
Rotary International in Great 
Britain and Ireland ‘UK Young 
Citizen of the Year’ honour 
which brings with it a cash 
award of £500 which will boost 
the coffers of the charity even 
further.

Yet another Council By 
Election may be called 
following the resignation of a 
Town Councillor, this time on 

health grounds. With just one 
year to the next Full Council 
elections it seems a shame to 
have to have another election 
at a cost of over £9,200 to the 
Council Taxpayer. 
Newton News has checked on 
the law and if the resignation 
had taken place within 6 
months of the next elections 
the seat could have remained 
vacant. But because it is over 
six months there are two 
choices - call a By Election by 
getting 10 signatures or leave 
the Council to simply co-opt 
someone for the remainder of 
the term. 
Whoever wins the Election 
would only serve a year 
incurring a large cost and a 
school closure for polling, 
coming at the same time as the 
Police & Crime Commissioner 
elections and EU Referendum. 
A co-option is probably in the 
public interest and Labour who 
control the Council  would co 
opt a Labour Party member to 
replace the Labour Councillor 
standing down.

Micro-Chip Your Dog or be Fined
From Wednesday 6th April 
new laws mean it will be 
compulsory for all dogs to be 
microchipped
• More than one in ten dogs 
(14%) are currently not 
microchipped meaning their 
owners face a hefty fi ne of 
£500 if caught.
• That amounts to £580 
million worth of potential 
fi nes currently at stake.
UK dog owners could face 
fi nes totalling more than 
£500m, after new laws on dog 
ownership came into force 
this week.
The legislation affects all dogs 
aged eight weeks and older in 
England, Wales and Scotland 
– Northern Ireland introduced 
a similar law in 2012.
Recent fi gures suggest 1.16m 
dogs still aren’t microchipped, 
despite a 70% increase 
in the number pets being 
microchipped in the last 

month.
“Any dog owner with an 
un-microchipped pet now 
faces a signifi cant fi ne, but 
it is our advice to avoid this 
completely and comply with 
the law,” said Dr Huw Stacey, 
director of clinical services at 
Vets4Pets.
“Inserting a microchip is an 
easy and simple procedure, 
and is nothing for the owner 
or pet to worry about. It’s 
only about the size of a grain 
of rice.
“Every microchip has a unique 
15-digit code to identify the 

dog’s owner and is designed to 
last the lifetime of the pet.
“The details are stored on one 
of seven microchip databases 
and are accessible to relevant 
professionals, including vets, 
dog wardens and the police.
“The importance of a 
microchip shouldn’t be 
underestimated. It can be the 
difference between a lost dog 
being returned to their owner 
or simply being lost forever. It 
is also designed to encourage 
responsible dog ownership.”
Petlog, the UK’s largest 
lost and found database for 
microchipped pets, which is 
managed by the Kennel Club, 
found that more than 60,000 
dogs were reported missing 
over a ten year period and 75% 
of dogs were reunited thanks 
to their microchip.
But pets will only be reunited 
with their owners if they keep 
their contact details up-to-date 
“Pet owners need to treat their 
pet’s microchip information 
with the utmost importance, 
if the contact details are not 
updated, the task of returning 
a pet to its owner becomes 
almost impossible. Moving 
house, changing a mobile 
number or changing an email 
address are commons ways a 
lost pet can lose permanent 
contact with its owner.” says 
Caroline Kisko, Kennel Club 
Secretary.
Local authorities and welfare 
charities spend around £57 
million per year on kenneling 
costs, but more than 50% of 
stray dogs cannot be returned 
because their owners cannot 
be identifi ed.
Sadly this means 
approximately 6,000 dogs are 
put down each year because 
their owner cannot be found.
Figures from Northern Ireland 
suggest microchipping has 
had a positive impact, since 
being introduced four years 
ago, with the number of stray 
dogs being reduced.

A lifetime of service to the 
community in and around 
Newton Aycliffe has seen 
local printer and newspaper 
publisher Syd Howarth 
honoured with the award 
of an MBE. The Citation 
also recognizes his tireless 
support for charities and 
deserving causes in the UK 
and his health and life-saving 
work in Africa with some of 
the world’s poorest people.
But few people were 
surprised when Syd turned 
down the opportunity to 
receive the medal from a 
member of the Royal family 
at Buckingham Palace. . . 
Instead, he opted to have the 

presentation at Woodham 
Golf Club surrounded by 
members of his family 
and a host of friends and 
supporters.
“I’m not one for a lot of fuss.  
Local people made the award 
possible and I thought it 
would be appropriate to share 
the occasion with them,” said 
Syd.  Guests at the investiture 
also learned that Syd had 
twice previously declined 
an offi cial honour and that 
the fi rst he learned about the 
MBE was when a letter from 
the Cabinet Offi ce dropped 
through his letterbox. 
“Family and friends had 
secretly arranged the 
nomination and I didn’t feel 
able to refuse the award this 
time,” said Syd.
Durham’s Lord Lieutenant, 
Mrs Sue Snowdon, presented 
Syd - more properly styled 
Sydney John Howarth  - with 
the MBE after praising him 
for his ‘most extraordinary 
record of achievement’.
At one time, Syd was 
chairman or a committee 
member of eleven 
organisations in and around 
his adopted home town (he 
moved to Newton Aycliffe 
in 1963). He has given 
long and dedicated service 
as a Rotarian and former 
District Governor to local 
and national causes and has 
helped provide life-changing 
health and safety facilities 
for the very poor in several 
African countries.
Newton Aycliffe Mayor 
Mary Dalton commented: 
“To many people in this 
part of the world, Syd is Mr 
Newton Aycliffe.”

Despite the Treasury’s pledge 
of no further welfare cuts, a 
number of signifi cant benefi t 
changes are already in place 
under this Parliament, with 
many due to start this April. 
The national charity Turn2us 
is encouraging people in 
fi nancial hardship in the North 
East to check how they could 
be affected by the changes and 
see what other support could 
be available.
As announced in the Summer 
Budget 2015, April will see the 
start of a four-year freeze to 
working-age benefi ts and tax 
credits. Whilst not a direct cut, 
the freeze essentially erodes 
the value of the benefi ts, and 
for those already on tight 
household budgets, there is a 
risk it will add to the pressure 
of meeting everyday costs. 
Pensioner, disability, carer 
and maternity benefi ts are 
excluded from the freeze.
There will also be changes 
to tax credits and Universal 
Credit. 
Despite the government’s 
U-turn on tax credit cuts last 
November, there will still be 
a reduction in the tax credit 
‘income disregard’ – the 
amount a claimant’s income 
can increase in-year without 
seeing a reduction in tax credit 
entitlement – from £5,000 to 
£2,500. 
This brings the income 
disregard back to the same 
level as when tax credits were 
fi rst introduced, and according 
to the Treasury, it is estimated 
that 800,000 people will see

their tax credit entitlement 
reduced by an average of £200-
£300 per year as a result.
The Universal Credit Work 
Allowance – the amount you 
can earn without your benefi t 
being affected – will also be 
reduced. It will come down to 
£2,304 for those with housing 
costs, and £4,764 for those 
without, and will be removed 
altogether for non-disabled 
claimants without children, 
meaning the benefi t will be 
reduced as soon as they start 
earning.
Other welfare changes are 
set to take place from April 
– the same month that sees 
the introduction of a National 
Living Wage and a Single 
Tier Pension. The Turn2us 
website – www.turn2us.org.
uk – features a benefi t changes 
timetable with further details 
on all of the changes so that 
people can see how and when 
they might be affected. 
The website also features a 
free Benefi ts Calculator that 
will refl ect the latest welfare 
changes from April so that 
anyone can check their latest 
benefi ts entitlements. Alison 
Taylor, Director of Operations 
said: “The welfare benefi ts 
system has been the subject 
of huge debate over the past 
few weeks, and it’s likely that 
these latest changes will bring 
further confusion and concern.
“We would urge anyone who 
is worried about their situation 
to visit our website where they 
can fi nd further information 
on the changes and check their 

current benefi ts entitlements. 
Anyone who thinks they might 
see a reduction in their income 
as a result of the changes can 
check if they’re entitled to any 
extra help through our Benefi ts 
Calculator, and also use our 
Grants Search to see if they 
might be eligible for a charity 
grant or other support.”
Turn2us works with charities 
and organisations across 
the UK to help reach more 
people in fi nancial hardship. 
The charity will be running a 
programme of work funded by 
Comic Relief in the North East 
of England to help alleviate 
poverty in the area. 
Over the next 3 years, the 
charity will run a number of 
workshops to support staff 
and volunteers working for 
charities and local community 
groups in how to use the 
Turn2us Benefi ts Calculator, 
Grants Search and other online 
help to support their service 
users in fi nancial need. 
The charity estimates the 
workshops will result in 
50,000 people in hardship 
being supported. To fi nd out 
more, please visit or contact 
training@turn2us.org.uk.
The Turn2us workshops are a 
core part of the charity’s work 
and each year aims to train 
intermediaries who support 
some of the most vulnerable 
groups in the UK. 
Karen, a Foodbank volunteer, 
who attended a Turn2us 
workshop in Durham in 2015 
said: “It was very informative 
and brilliantly presented.” 

Newton Aycliffe Youth & 
Community Centre have 
recently employed a Centre 
Manager, Rebecca Metcalfe 
and she took up the role on 
Monday 4th April 2016. 
Rebecca’s role  will be to 
manage the Centre and 
everything will now go 
through Beki (as she is 
affectionately known).
Vince Crosby, Chairman of 
the Board of Trustees, said, 
“things needed to change 
as we move towards Asset 
Transfer from Durham 
County Council and the aim 
was to create the position 
of Centre Manager.  The 
process was not taken 
lightly and the board paid 
for an external consultant to 
conduct a full staff review. 
It was not an option to stay 
the same with DCC having 
to shed £1m from the youth 
service and this is not 
negotiable”.
The full impact of these cuts 
is not yet known but our aim 
is to keep the youth service 
operating as normally as 
is possible, and it was for 
that reason we had to carry 
out the staffi ng review and 
make some members of staff 
redundant.  Those members 
of staff that we have had to 
lose were valued members of 
staff, and the whole process 
of redundancy has been 
quite emotional.  Again we 
engaged our HR qualifi ed 
Trustee to see that the Centre 
adhered to set guidelines 
through the process.  We 
will miss the people we have 
lost and wish them luck and 
good fortune in their next 

endeavours.
It was also important that 
we got the right person for 
the job and to that end the 
services of a trustee who is 
qualifi ed, and works in HR, 
along with two external 
managers including the 
Manager of Tesco, to whom 
we are extremely grateful.
The Board of Trustees has 
also been reduced and the 
new trustees have been voted 
on by a democratic vote.  It 
is recognised that the board 
needed to become more 
professional, hence the need 
to reduce our membership 
base and make changes.

ROADSIDE blood 
transfusions have helped to 
save 18 lives in the North-
East and Cumbria since 
being introduced just over a 
year ago, according to those 
behind the service.
Air medics from the Great 
North Air Ambulance 
Service (GNAAS) have 
performed   60 blood 
transfusions since the Blood 
on Board project launched 
last year, with a third of 
those deemed to have been 
of critical importance to 
survival. 

Dawn Horniman was left 
critically injured after a 
collision in Spennymoor 
town centre. 
Mrs Horniman was in the 
front passenger seat of a 
stationary Citreon C3 car 
in Spennymoor, County 
Durham, while waiting for 
her husband at the cash point, 
when a speeding Vauxhall 
Corsa lost control and 
crashed into their car.  
Her husband, Mark 
Horniman, said: “I heard a 
bang and I knew instinctively 
that our car had been hit. The

car slammed into ours and 
knocked it back around 15ft. 
I ran to Dawn and after then 
it’s all a bit of a blur really. 
Lots of people came out to 
help.” 
The 60-year-old, from 
Spennymoor, suffered a 
bleed on the brain, two 
collapsed lungs, fi ve broken 
ribs and two broken wrists 
when the incident happened 
on June 9 last year.
The Great North Air 
Ambulance Service 
(GNAAS) fl ew to the 
scene and Mrs Horniman 
was anaesthetised by 
the aircrew before they 
performed advanced surgical 
procedures and administered 
one unit of blood while en 
route to hospital. 
Mrs Horniman was airlifted 
to James Cook University 
Hospital in Middlesbrough 
within nine minutes where 
she arrived in a critical 
condition. 
She spent one week in 
intensive care and a further 
two weeks in hospital. Now, 
she continues to recover. 
Mr Horniman said: “They 
saved her life. I don’t even 
want to think about what 
the other outcome may have 
been. 
“Without GNAAS and their 
expertise, Dawn may not 
have survived and made it to 
hospital.
“Blood on Board is a critical 
life-saving procedure and it 
is a credit to the North-East.
“I want to thank the 
emergency services and 
members of the public for 
their swift response after the 
crash that day.”

An enforcement action plan 
aimed at keeping children 
safe from the harm caused 
by products including 
tobacco and alcohol is to be 
considered by councillors.
Durham County Council’s 
Cabinet will be asked to 
consider an enforcement 
programme for 2016/17 
which aims to prevent 
alcohol and cigarettes being 
sold to children.
As well as targeting 
shopkeepers who sell 
age-restricted products 
to underage people, the 
enforcement plan will also 
focus on how the county 
council, working with 
partners, will tackle the 
problem of illicit products 
which are often more 
easily sold and passed on to 
children.
The report to Cabinet also 
sets out actions which have 
been taken over the last 
12 months, including test 
purchasing and operations 
to shut down sales of illegal

alcohol and tobacco.
Cllr Brian Stephens, 
DCC Cabinet member for 
neighbourhoods and local 
partnerships said: “We are 
committed to working with 
our partners to reduce the 
risk of children having access 
to harmful products.
“This report shows how, 
through an intelligence-led 
approach and using both 
education and enforcement, 
underage sales and supply 
are being tackled, especially 
in relation to tobacco and 
alcohol.
“Our proposed enforcement 
programme for 2016/17 
is aimed at ensuring we 
continue to address these 
issues in order to protect 
young people and tackle 
the wider criminal issues 
surrounding these products.”
Cabinet was asked to note the 
enforcement activity during 
2015/16 and approve the 
proposed enforcement plan 
for 2016/17 when they met 
this week.

Spring Steam Weekend

Dear Editor
I am concerned about the 
number of industrial size 
stainless steel chimnies 
sprouting up on houses 
around the town. For people 

living nearby, or walking 
past, they are not only an 
unpleasant nuisance, but 
also a danger to health.  
The smoke and fumes they 
produce can cause lung 
problems, including COPD 
and lung cancer, and even if 
you go indoors they can still 
fi lter in.
I thought the ‘Clean Air Acts’, 
from the 1950s onwards, 
were meant to do away with 
dangerous smoke and fumes, 
so I was fl abbergasted to 
discover (from the DCC 
website) that Aycliffe is not 
in a ‘Smoke Control Area’, 
which means these chimneys 
are permitted.   
However, if  the fumes are 
causing a nuisance, usually 
because the chimney has 
been wrongly installed, or 
the wrong fuel is used, the 
Environmental Health Dept.
of DCC can act.  
If anyone else is concerned 
about this, the Environmental 
Health Department can be 
contacted by phone, letter or 
via the DCC website.  They 
will ask you to keep a diary 
of dates and times of the 
nuisance.
Meanwhile, shouldn’t DCC 
be thinking again about 
Aycliffe’s  ‘Smoke Control 
Area’ status?

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More than 100 extra spaces 
have been created by Durham 
County Council in Bishop 
Auckland’s North Bondgate 
car park.
