Organisers behind the 
region’s biggest engineering 
and manufacturing expo are 
already making plans for 
next year – the event’s tenth 
birthday.  Last Thursday saw 
hundreds of people from across 
the region descend on the Xcel 
Centre in Newton Aycliffe for 
Durham Oktoberfest.
Businesses from a diverse 
range of sectors took the 
opportunity to showcase 
their capabilities to potential 
customers and suppliers, with 
many forging new links which 
they hope to convert into work.
This year’s Oktoberfest also 
included the Automotive and 
Manufacturing Advanced 
Practice (AMAP) North East 
Maintenance Forum; themed 
workshops with the British 
Standards Institute, LEC 
Consultancy and Fastems 
UK; and a panel debate with 
business experts from around 
the North East.
David Land, Chairman of the 
County Durham Engineering 
and Manufacturing Network 
(CDEMN), which organises 
Oktoberfest, said: “We 
introduced a number of 
new elements to this year’s 
event, including the themed 
workshops and panel debate, 
and the feedback we’ve had 
from attendees is that they 
really worked.
“There was such a positive 
buzz around the Xcel Centre 
throughout the day and the 
exhibitors I spoke to were 
very encouraged by the new 
contacts they made, which is 
what Oktoberfest is all about.
“The challenge for us now is 
to make next year’s event - 
Oktoberfest’s 10th birthday – 
even bigger and better and the 
team is already looking at how 
we do that.”
The panel debate involved Liz 
Mayes from the EEF; John 
Bignall from The Bignall 
Group; Tom Dower of the 
new UTC in Newton Aycliffe; 
Roger O’Brien from AMAP at 
the University of Sunderland; 
Colin Bell from the North East 
LEP; and Matt Atkinson from 
Nine Software, who debated 
the issues affecting the North 
East’s business community.

Exhibitors also spoke about 
why Durham Oktoberfest is so 
important.
Nick Baley, managing director 
of Bowburn engineering 
firm ALTEC, added: “For us, 
Oktoberfest has got better 
every year, and it’s matched 
our growth – as we’ve got 
bigger, so has this event.
“It’s become a fantastic 
platform because there are 
so many different sectors 
represented here, and we 
provide for so many different 
sectors, so it’s a win win.”

Bill Earlie, area manager 
for Hexagon – a precision 
measurements company which 
operates across the UK – said: 
“For us Durham Oktoberfest 
is all about supporting local 
businesses, and our key 
audience is the North East. 
This event has helped us no 
end.”

DEMAND for craft beer made 
by a Newton Aycliffe brewery 
has resulted in it moving 
premises so it can dramatically 
increase production.
Steam Machine Brewing 
Company was only set up in 
2015 and just over 12 months 
later, its owners Nick and 
Gulen Smith are now preparing 
for the official opening on 
Sunday 30th October of their 
second brewery.
Whilst the new premises are 
four times the size of their 
first brewery, they haven’t 
moved far, in fact you could 
roll a barrel between the two 
buildings! They are now 
occupying Unit 14 of the IES 
Centre in Horndale Avenue, 
Newton Aycliffe.
Nick and Gulen will now be 
able to increase, by more than 
five times, the amount of beer 
they brew, taking them from 
1,600 bottles to 9,100 bottles 
each week.
After the success of their first 
brew room, they have also 
included a new, larger room on 
the premises, enabling people 
to drink the beers in the same 
place they are made.
Nick, a former chemistry 
teacher, said: “The main 
reason for moving was to 
increase capacity as we had 
been running at maximum 
since early this year and we 
had simply not been able to 
keep up with demand for our 
beer from our trade customers.
“Our beer is now being bought 
and sold across the UK, so by 
having bigger premises, not 
only will we be able to satisfy 
the demand for our current 
range of beers, it will also 
enable us to introduce newer 
beers.”

Nick and Gulen were adamant 
that when they moved 
premises, they wanted to 
retain a brew room, which has 
become a popular destination 
for drinkers each weekend.
Nick added: “The brewery is 
situated on a private industrial 
estate so people have to call us 
from the entrance gate to gain 
access.
“Despite the fact people need 
to make an effort to come to 
us, the brew room is always 
full, so we are delighted to 
have been able to retain it and 
actually make it even bigger.”
The Steam Machine Brewing 
Company’s current core range 
of beers are an IPA, Double 
IPA, Earl Grey-infused IPA, 

Red IPA, Treacle Toffee Stout, 
Saison Blonde and a Lapsang 
Souchong Smoked Porter.
With more capacity, Nick and 
Gulen will now be able to 
expand the range further and 
add more seasonable beers.

Two people have been 
arrested and more than 18,000 
suspected illicit cigarettes and 
in excess of £8,000 seized 
following dawn raids in 
County Durham.
A woman in her late twenties 
and a man in his early 40’s 
were arrested following 
Tuesday’s raids at two houses 
carried out by Durham 
County Council with support 
from Durham Constabulary.
The council’s consumer 
protection officers seized 
18,320 cigarettes and 40.3 
kilos of hand rolling tobacco 
with an estimated street value 
of £9,500, alongside more than 
£8,000 in cash.  The tobacco 
was believed to be either 
counterfeit or ‘cheap whites’ 
brands made especially for the 
illegal market.
Serious concerns have been 
expressed about the fire safety 
of counterfeit and ‘cheap 
white’ cigarettes. Recent 
tests have revealed that they 
are not usually made of the 
required retardant paper and 
so continue to burn long after 
they have been discarded, 
posing a significant fire safety 
hazard.
Since April 2015 the council’s 
consumer protection team has 
seized around 475,000 illegal 
cigarettes, nearly 70kg of 
illicit hand rolled tobacco and 
more than £50,000 in cash, in 
raids.

TWO ARRESTED IN TOBACCO RAID

Joanne Waller, the council’s 
head of consumer protection, 
said: “Thanks to the continuing 
wealth of intelligence from 
the public we continue to take 
robust action against the illicit 
tobacco trade in the county 
and reduce the harm it causes 
in our communities.
“The people involved in this 
trade exploit members of their 
own community for personal 
gain and feed a network of 
criminals who do not care 
about the consequences of 
smoking. Anyone found 
guilty of supplying counterfeit 
tobacco could face up to 10 
years in jail and unlimited 
fines. In addition, their 
assets may be seized through 
proceeds of crime action.”
Cheap cigarettes do not 
provide an incentive to stop 

smoking and an average 
smoker can expect to pay 
almost £3,000 per year to feed 
their addiction.
A lifelong smoker will spend 
a staggering amount of money 
on cigarettes, certainly 

enough to buy a house.
Health problems associated 
with smoking are well 
recognised, with it increasing 
the risks of a person 
developing lung cancer and 
disease.
With expert help those looking 
to give up are four times more 
likely to succeed than those 
who try without support.

Local History

Every night of the year, 
whatever the weather, a group 
of dedicated and experienced 
motor-cyclists stands ready 
to deliver life-saving supplies 
of blood, medical supplies 
and equipment to NHS 
hospitals, healthcare sites and 
laboratories throughout North 
East England. 
In the past 30 months, 
volunteer members of 
Northumbria Blood Bikes have 
answered 10,000 calls for help 
in Northumberland, Tyne and 
Wear, Durham and Darlington 
- and there’s plenty of evidence 
that their commitment and 
skills have saved countless 
lives.
This week, Rotarians in 
Newton Aycliffe learned 
how the Northumbria Blood 
Bikes group came into being 
and were today making ‘an 
amazing contribution’ to 
emergency medical care in the 
region.
Rtn Angela Stevenson told 
guest speaker Michael 
Thompson, a rider and the 
group’s Vice Chair: “You 
provide an absolutely fantastic 
service.”
The group began live 
emergency courier operations 
in February 2014 with the 
declared intention of saving 

time, saving money and 
saving lives. Before then, 
hospitals had to rely on taxis 
or couriers to transfer urgent 
medical supplies or test 
samples between hospitals and 
other sites. Not only was this 
expensive, it could also prove 
unreliable since taxis were not 
always available at times of 
peak demand.
Northumbria Blood Bike riders 
quickly went from strength to 
strength. Today, there are 570 
volunteers, 300 of them riders – 
all advanced riding certificate 
holders or undergoing training 
to acquire the award.  
Their distinctive, high-

powered motor-cycles can 
negotiate traffic congestion 
more easily than four-wheel 
vehicles and are much more 
economical. But the service 
they provide does not come 
cheap. It costs around £5000 
per month with half of that 
amount spent on fuel.  As well 
as nine motor-cycles, the group 
has four cars or vans (bikes 
can’t be used to transport 
blood at temperatures below 3 
degrees) and a display trailer 
to help with the vital on-going 
fund-raising events that ensure 
the group’s survival.
The riders themselves receive 
no payment of any kind and no

charge is made for the services 
they provide for the National 
Health Service.
As well as their all-year-round, 
7pm to 7am on-call service, 
group riders make daily 
deliveries of blood supplies 
to the two Great North Air 
Ambulance helicopters which 
enable patients to be treated 
at the scene of an accident.   
The ‘Blood on Board’  (BoB) 
service was first used within 
24 hours of it being launched in 

2015 and records show that 18 
‘unexpected survivor’ patients 
are now alive thanks to the 
BoB initiative.

The 
younger woman calling me “a 
f*****g old man”, it was the 
old that hurt most as I have 
worked very hard to get fit, and 
the older one saying I was just 
the type to own a Staffie. She 
obviously hadn’t spotted what 
the other party had with her!
Well, if being a retired Police 
Officer with compassion and, 
dare I say it, common sense 
is the type, I plead Guilty 
as charged! I know however 
that there are many great dog 
owners and people in this 
town, so come on the rest of 
you, let your dogs be dogs. You 
never know, it might have the 
added benefit of making you 
better human beings.

A field full of giant solar panels 
might seem a strange place 
to be on an overcast Autumn 
morning but that didn’t prevent 
two MPs, several councillors 
and around thirty local people 
from turning up to hear how 
climate change affects us all.
From floods in the north-east of 
England to hurricanes in Haiti 
and droughts in sub-Saharan 
Africa, the catastrophic 
impacts of climate change 
are regularly in the news 
and we’re all aware of the 
suffering they cause. Yet even 
though we know all about the 
need to reduce carbon dioxide 
emissions, it sometimes seems 
there’s little we can do beyond 
keeping our heads down and 
hoping for the best.
Catholic Overseas Aid charity, 
CAFOD, believes otherwise. 
As David Cross, CAFOD 
Community Participation 
Co-ordinator, explained, 
“Although each change we 
might make- switching lights 
off for example- might seem 
small in itself, together it all 
adds up. If we are calling on 
politicians to cut emissions 
and support sustainable 
energy, then our words will be 
much stronger if we commit 
to achieving the same goals in 
our own lives.” 
Nicol Perryman, Manager 
Director of Windward 
Renewables, and the event 
organiser agreed: “At the 
Parish Climate Change 
Conference in December, our 
government agreed to work 
with 194 other nations to limit 
global temperature rises to 
below 1.5°C. If we all work 
together, then we really can 
make a difference.”
The event was held at 
Newton Aycliffe solar farm, a 
renewable energy facility built 
and managed by Lightsource, 
Europe’s largest developer of 
solar photovoltaic projects. 
It was part of a nationwide 
campaign organised by 
the Climate Coalition to 
encourage our politicians to 
make good on its promised in 
Paris. In fact Theresa May has 
already announced that her 
government will start work 
on ratifying the agreement 
but the Climate Coalition 
wants to make sure includes 
robust measures to promote 
sustainable transport, provide 
warm homes for all and invest 
in the development of green 
energy supplies.
The organisers greatly 
welcomed the involvement

of MPs Phil Wilson and 
Helen Goodman as well as 
Jed Hillary, Mayor of Great 
Aycliffe and other local 
councillors, who took time out 
from their busy schedules to 
attend the event and show their 
support for renewable energy 
in the UK.
So, what links a solar farm 
in Newton Aycliffe with a 
smallholder farm in Nigeria 
and why are an overseas 
aid charity involved? David 
Cross of CAFOD again: “We 
believe that climate change 
is the biggest single threat to 
reducing poverty overseas. 
Current projections suggest 
that over the next 20 years up 

to 200 million people will be 
at risk of hunger if the planet 
sees the possible 2 to 3°C rise 
in temperature. Switching 
to renewable energy, such as 
that generated here at Newton 
Aycliffe can really help.
But schemes like this can 
also point the way in how 
energy should be provided 
in the developing world. 
One in five of our brothers 
and sisters around the world 
don’t have the electricity 
they need to power school, 
clinics, homes and businesses. 
Local, renewable energy is a 
practical, affordable solution. 
It helps tackle climate change 
and poverty.”

The Scottish Court of Session has ruled today in favour of the 
introduction of a minimum unit price for alcohol. 
County Durham and Darlington’s Police, Crime and Victims’ 
Commissioner, Ron Hogg, has been campaigning for minimum 
unit pricing in England since coming into office in 2012. 
Ron commented: “I am delighted that that the Scottish 
Government has achieved the go-ahead to introduce minimum 
unit pricing north of the border. I hope that the UK Government 
will now feel able to adopt a minimum unit price in England and 
Wales.”
Ron added: “Alcohol is the drug which causes the most harm 
in our society, and that drinking excessively can cause terrible 
health problems for people. It is also behind many of the crimes 
which we see on our streets, and in people’s homes. It is a major 
factor behind violent behaviour and domestic abuse, for example.
“Whilst a minimum unit price would not put a stop to these kinds 
of crimes, I believe that it would limit the amount of alcohol 
consumed. Modelling by Sheffield University suggests that a 
minimum unit price of 50p in Scotland would lead to 60 fewer 
deaths per year, 1300 fewer hospital admissions, and 3500 fewer 
crimes after one year”.
