60 Aycliffe Families
Aftected by Benefit Cap

A new, reduced cap on benefits
is being rolled out from 7
November. The changes reduce
the benefit cap from £500 a
week to £384.62 for a couple
or person with children; and
from £350 to £257.69 for single
adults. This is a Department of
Work and Pensions (DWP) cut,
not a Council cut. The change
will save the government £1.4
million a year.

Claimants  affected  were
warned by the DWP in May/
June, and again in September.
653 households in County
Durham will be affected. Of
those, 361 households (55%)
are facing reductions in their
housing benefit of up to £49.99
and the remaining 292 (45%)
face the loss of the majority
of their Housing Benefit. 33
families will be losing between
£100-£150 a week.

60 of the affected families
live in Newton Aycliffe. 33
families are livin tenants.
DCC’s Housing Solutions
welfare reform officers have
been  contacting  tenants
affected by the changes and
undertaking  the  County
Durham Triage with them,
ensuring they are adequately
housed, maximising their
income, and helping them find
employment.

The Housing Providers and
Housing Solutions Team will
be completing Discretionary
Housing Payment applications
with customers where relevant

and these applications will be
considered as a priority.

119 families affected in the
County by the benefit cap are
on the “Troubled Families”
Programme; they are being
offered additional support.

Teachmg Asmstants Strike

Teaching Assistants at Horndale School joined others on strike
over the County Council’s new pay structure which will leave
many to lose £1,000’s a year.

They explain their jobs are essential and include speech therapy,
emotional support, first aid, playground duty, breakfast club,
trips, phonics etc.

37 of the county’s 243 schools — mainly nurseries and special
schools — were closed during the walkout, with 76 informing
parents that some classes would see some interruption.

DCC say it is not fair that the vast majority of teaching assistants
are paid for working 37 hours a week, 52 weeks a year, but
actually work only 32.5 hours a week and only during the 39
weeks of term-time. This means other council staff can work up
to almost six and a half weeks more, as well as more than half a
day more every week, for the same money.

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LOCAL PHARMACIES
AT RISK OF CLOSURE

Figures revealed on 2nd
November show six pharmacies
across Sedgefield constituency
are at risk of closure as a result
of the Government’s proposed
12% cut to pharmacy funding.
With only 22 pharmacies
across the whole of the
constituency, the number of
pharmacies at risk of closure
is high.

Having campaigned to protect
community pharmacies, Phil
Wilson, MP for Sedgefield
was dismayed to discover
the number of pharmacies
at risk in his constituency.
He has however praised the
relentless campaigning  of
local communities and the
Labour opposition, which has
resulted in up to 9 pharmacies
across Sedgefield constituency
receiving continued
government  help  through
the Government’s Pharmacy
Access Scheme.

Whilst 9 pharmacies may be
entitled to this support, many
more will be left worrying
about their future, with 13
receiving no additional help
of which 6 are at risk of being
closed.

Speaking in the House of
Commons debate on the future
of community pharmacies,
Phil Wilson MP for Sedgefield
said;

“Community pharmacies are
an integral part of the social
fabric of many of our towns
and villages. The government
wants to cut the pharmacy
budget by £170 million or 12%.
“The cuts mean that each
pharmacy will lose £14,500 or
over £300,000 in Sedgefield.
For the Durham, Darlington
and Tees area the figure is

about £4 million. At least
155 pharmacies are at risk of
closure in the North East. This
will put more pressure on those

that remain, GP surgeries and
A&E. This is a backward step
for communities, the ill and the
elderly.”

While Water Babies lessons
are fun for both parent and
little one, the course also has
an extremely serious added
benefit. “Worryingly, research
we commissioned this year
revealed that 75% of parents
are unaware drowning is
the third highest cause of
accidental death in children in
the UK”, Penny explains.

“In most cases it’s the shock
of sudden submersion that
causes children to panic.

In
the last few years at least ten
tiny Water Babies pupils have
saved their own lives, five of
whom were just two years old
at the time. It’s fantastic what
vital skills children can learn,
and it’s so important they do so
as soon as possible.”

Another key focus of the half-
hour sessions is bonding and
generally having great fun
together. Penny adds: “With
research showing that new
mothers are less likely to suffer
from post natal depression if
they can gain support from
their peers, that’s another
reason why we’re very proud
of what we do.”

VICTIM CAMPAIGNS
FOR BLOOD DONORS

A charity champion from
Newton Aycliffe who’s
undergoing chemotherapy
is urging people to sign up
to the bone marrow register.
Maths teacher Paul McGeary
was diagnosed with Acute
Promyelocytic Leukaemia
(APML), earlier this year,
having been in remission from
an initial diagnosis back in

November 2014.
The Freeman Hospital
is  currently  conducting

a global search to find a
match for the 34-year-old to
improve his chances of a full
recovery, while he continues
chemotherapy treatment at
James Cook hospital. Finding
the perfect match could take
months or years — and may
never be found.

Sporting a ‘Stand Up To
Cancer’ hoody, Paul said: “It’s
a massively under-subscribed
database and we desperately
need more people to register
— not just for me, but for the
many others out there who
need a transplant. “We want
to raise awareness of the donor
register and dispel some myths
that the general public has
about being a donor.

“I naively assumed a donor
had to be one of your nearest
kin, and if I couldn’t find a
match then unlucky. Since this
has happened, I've learned
a donor could be my next
door neighbour, or it could be
someone on the other side of
the world”.

“Many people are put off
donating bone marrow
thinking it a bone marrow
extraction, but that’s not the
case - you simply give blood.
Whilst it might not be a perfect
match for me, they could be a
match for someone elsewhere
in the world.

“If a match is found then
the donor gives more blood
and that is then farmed by
the experts and transplanted
into the patient, so it’s not as
harrowing a process as people
think.

During his ordeal, Paul’s rock
has been his wife, 33-year-old
Becky who, like her husband,
puts on a brave face.

“Every now and then those
dark thoughts do creep in —
that I could be a widow and
Niamh could be fatherless,”
she says. “The whole process
has completely changed our
life. We just take it day to day.
We can’t look too far ahead,
and it is hard to be a wife and
a mother when you don’t have
plans for the future.

After being diagnosed with
leukaemia two years ago,
Paul and Becky embarked
on a fundraising campaign,
dubbed “Not One Inch”, which
has hit a new milestone with
Paul’s fundraising has reached
£23,000.

Paul McGeary, wife Becky &
their 3 yr old daughter Niamh

Paul added: “We’re trying to
lead a normal life as much as
we can, and the fundraising
has given us something to
focus on — to raise awareness
and cash for research into this
disease.“It takes our minds
off things, but also serves as
a reminder as to why we’re
doing it.”

New Road into
Woodham from A167

It would seem the Highways
Authority are making a “U-Turn”
on their original policy in not
allowing further access routes
off the Al67 into Woodham.
For years Bob Porter, former
owner of the Equestrian Centre
at the bottom of Stag Lane,
wanted to put a new road into
Woodham off the A167 to service
his development and proposed
putting in a roundabout. This
never succeeded and other
individuals since have tried
without success.

The current developer of 450
homes on the Woodham site
appear to be getting their way
from a report issued by the
Highways Authority. Residents
are alarmed by the proposal
which will have a significant
impact on vehicle access to
Woodham

Extracts from Highway
comments: Whilst these proposals
are for residential development
with a notable increase in
expected traffic flows it would
be difficult to raise a highways
objection to a new vehicular
access being created onto the
A167 similar to that approved in
2005.

The main vehicular access route

into the site would be via a new
signal controlled junction onto
the A167

The internal road design will
be a reserved matters issue,
however the applicant has
appeared to show a 7.3 metres
road link onto the A167, which is
welcomed as this would need to
continue through the proposed
development to terminate on the
eastern side of the Woodham
Burn opposite the end of the 7.3
metres wide road in Cheltenham
Way.

The Highway Authority would not
suggest the applicant completes
the 7.3 metres wide road link onto
Cheltenham Way by bridging the
Woodham Burn at this stage, but
the Highway Authority would
need to have the comfort that
such a link could be created in the
future should the traffic demands
in Woodham dictate that such a
link should be created.
Cheltenham Way was clearly
over-designed  when it was
constructed with a 7.3 metres
wide carriageway, on the basis
of sometime in the future linking
onto the A167, if not it would have
been constructed at a maximum
width of only 4.8 metres as it only
serves 19 existing dwellings”.

I would discourage anyone
wishing to join this club and
find it disgusting they have the
nerve to advertise themselves
as a fun place to “come and
have a game of badminton”.

I would really like the
organisers of this club to
explain why they treated me
the way they did. I would also
like other people, that have
had similar experiences to
come forward and give their
thoughts.

Badminton Club Reply. ..

Dear PK

Thank you for your letter, as
a club run by volunteers we
are always grateful to receive
feedback. We were pleased to
read that you felt welcomed at
the club and enjoyed attending.
We welcome this opportunity
to reply to your letter and give
further explanation.

We are one of the few clubs in
the area that play throughout
the year (some others close
during the summer). Because
of this we don’t have a ‘certain
time of theyear for recruitment’
— this means that members are
able to join throughout the
year, and membership fees are
pro rata accordingly, ensuring
value for money. So your
comment of ‘acquired enough
money together they start
turfing people out the door’ is
inaccurate.

As a Badminton England
registered  club  and  for
insurance reasons, the club
can only allow players six
guest visits before a decision
has to be made whether
they join full time or leave.
During this time the guests
can decide whether they enjoy
the club, before committing
to pay any annual fee, and
the committee has a chance
to assess both ability and
attitude. Regrettably, as we
are primarily not a beginners’

club, ifthe committee considers
a player does not have the
required skills and does not
seem to be improving, it has to
suggest that the player should
gain a little more experience
elsewhere before joining. The
committee is sorry that you
were put in this position and
that maybe this was not clearly
explained to you at the time.
As a club, we are currently
unable to run any formal
coaching sessions, but as
you pointed out we are a
friendly club that make visitors
feel welcome, and would
encourage people to ‘come and
have a game of badminton’.

It was a pleasant evening when
teachers, parents and students
became steeped in nostalgia,
making a happy and final
goodbye to past students on a
truly memorable community
occasion.

iTunes Gift Card Scam

We have had reports in the last
few days from a number of
people targeted by fraudsters
pretending to be from HMRC.

Victims are being contacted in
a variety of methods — which
can include voicemails and
text messages — and being told
they owe an outstanding debt.
They are then informed the
payment can be made quickly
and easily by using an iTunes
gift card voucher code, which
can be purchased online or in
store.

The fraudsters claim that
failure to clear the ‘debt’ will
lead to a fine or even an arrest.
Once the conmen have the
serial code they are then free to
use it, at the victim’s expense.

One such case in our area has
led to the victim being out of
pocket by £2,500 with another
victim in another part of the
country losing £15,000.

Stores are being contacted
to put them on their guard if
they have any suspicions about
large purchases of iTunes
vouchers, and a few days ago
quick thinking by staff at the
Durham branch of WH Smith
prevented a woman in her
eighties buying £250 worth
of iTunes gift cards after
she received an automated
voicemail.

“Fraudsters are now moving
onto iTunes gift cards to

collect money from victims
because they can be easily
redeemed and quick purchases
can be made with them. The
scammers don’t need the
physical card to redeem the
value and instead get victims
to read out the serial code on
the back over the phone,” said
Det Con Tony Murray, from
the force’s economic crime
unit.

“They are putting the victims
under real pressure by stating
if the debt is not repaid swiftly
then the police will be sent to
arrest them. These types of
criminals are expert in what
they do and very skilled at
sounding plausible.”

Watch out for cold calls using
the number 0300 200 3300
— this is being used by the
‘HMRC’ conmen.

“We would urge people to
hang up on fraud. Official
bodies such as HMRC, banks
and the police do not carry out
their business in this way. If
you have any concerns about a
call, a text or a voicemail you
have received then simply say
that you do not do business on
the phone and hang up,” said
DC Murray.

Co. Durham Ready for Winter

With more than 42,000
tonnes of salt in stock, a fleet
of vehicles on standby and
hundreds of salt bins in place,
County Durham is ready for
winter.

Preparations for the cold
weather have been underway
for some time but Durham
County Council’s winter
maintenance programme for
2016/17 is now all set.

The budget for this year’s
programme is £5.2 million,
which will once again enable
the council to treat 1,700km
of roads during normal winter
conditions.

Representing 45 per cent
of the network, these roads
are known as priority 1 are
mainly A and B roads, bus
routes and locations where
there are known to be specific
problems.

While more minor routes are
not normally treated during
normal winter conditions,
in times of prolonged bad
weather a secondary network
of priority 2 routes will be
treated when resources are
available.

Gritting is carried out by a
fleet of more than 70 vehicles
including 37 large power
gritters, 33 trailer gritters and
six snow blowers.

The council also has access
to a network of local farmers
who are able to help clear
roads in rural areas if
required.

Meanwhile, residents around
the county have access to
more than 2,300 salt bins
to treat local roads and
pavements when needed.

Cllr Brian Stephens, Durham
County Council’s Cabinet
member for neighbourhoods
and local partnerships, said:
“With the weather now
turning cold, it’s important
that we are ready for the drop
in temperature.

“Our overall aim is to keep
the county moving whatever
the weather so that people can
get to where they need to be
and access any services they
require.”

This year, members of the
public can track the gritters as
they make their way around
the county’s roads using an
online map. Tracking devices
on-board the gritters enable
the map to be updated when
gritting is complete on each
route.

People can also keep up-

to-date with the council’s
winter weather programme
in the following ways:
Follow @DurhamCouncil
and #twittergritterNE  on
Twitter. Follow Facebook/
durhamcouncil. Visit www.
durham.gov.uk/winterinfo
for details of the council’s
winter service operations
including a list of priority
gritting routes, online gritter
tracking, roadside weather
cameras, and information
on which roads are affected
by adverse weather. Visit
www.durham.gov.uk/
weatherwarnings for weather
warnings from the Met
Office.

Members of the public can
also access a range of winter
services online, including
requesting a salt bin be
refilled, reporting a pothole
and asking for sandbags, by
visiting www.durham.gov.uk
Problems with roads and
footpaths can be reported by
calling 03000 261 000.

John Reed, Durham
County Council’s head of
technical services, said:
“Providing a countywide
winter maintenance service
is clearly one of our key
responsibilities as a council.

“However, we appreciate that
it’s also just as important that
we keep people up-to-date
with road conditions and our
gritting work. Each year,
we offer the public updates
on our winter maintenance
programme in a number

of ways and I'm pleased
that this year we have been
able to expand that range of
information with our online
gritting map.”
