HOME SMELLING OF FIRE?

As part of his wife’s 60th
Birthday treat John and
Karen Howard were away
having a long weekend in
Rome when they got a call
on Friday 5th September
that their garden sheds in
Wilton Court backing onto
the Nature Walk, were on
fire!

The neighbours were quick
to attend, with Peter and
Steve trying their best with
two garden hoses to kill
the flames. These efforts
were futile as you can see
from the photo. The Fire
Brigade and Police arrived
in a timely manner and had
the fire under control and
extinguished in about 45
minutes.

The cause of the fire
(according to a neighbour,
was young kids who had
already tried to set fire to
his fence, but he saw smoke
and quickly dealt with the
fire.

John and Karen consider
themselves lucky that their
fire was started in the
mid/late afternoon, and
neighbours saw the smoke
and took action, which was
a nice piece of community
spirit.

John’s collection of
irreplaceable antique and
old carpentry tools were
ruined. Other tools and
equipment collected over
many years were destroyed
and the insurance will not
be able to cover all the
financial loss.

The cost of the blaze is
estimated between £8000
and £10,000, with two
sheds, garden furniture,
and fences to replace.
The biggest message we
have to get out there is the
danger, where there could
have been loss of life and/
or serious injury, from
gas bottles stored near
the shed. Fortunately they
were empty being the end
of summer. Imagine if they
were full and exploded -
causing death or injury to
one of the kids?

For my part, at the end of the
day, these are just things,
and things are replaceable,
but imagine if one of these
children had been injured or

worse still, burnt to death,
can you imagine having to
live here with that in your
mind, and then the parents
their life long suffering? It
doesn’t bear thinking about.
Parents should be
explaining this to those
culprits who thought they
were just starting a little
camp fire. Did your child
come  home  smelling
smokey that day?

Hopefully this was a camp
fire that got out of hand, but
the real fear and concern is

that it could have been a lot
worse, people could have
died if this fire had been set
in the evening, or a house
was burnt down!

John told Newton News:
“Not a great 60th Birthday
present! Please get the
message across to parents.
I am not looking for
recompense or retribution,
we just need these kids
to understand how bad
things could have been,
and hopefully teach them a
lesson.”

Surely setting targets
to have more women on the
Council will only serve to
have candidates who are
coerced and haven’t got the
commitment needed.

As some of
the candidates this year did
not even put out leaflets to
let people know who they
were, their particular areas of
interest and their suitability
for election does this show a
hint of coercion?

The writers of the letter state,
“many local government
policy areas (for example,
child care provision) have
a much greater impact on
women than on men.” Isn’t
this a bit sexist? However,
the Town Council does
have limited pre-school
provision but other areas
such as primary/secondary
schooling, care of the elderly,
social services and many
other such areas that can
affect day to day family life
come under the jurisdiction

of the County Council
so perhaps being a Town
Councillor doesn’t appeal.
As to getting a good gender
balance on  committees
surely having the best
person to chair them etc. is
in the best interests of the
community as a whole. Also
having Councillors of either
sex who are able and willing
to turn up at all the required
meetings  (which  hasn’t
always happened in the past)
is also of great importance.
Many women are in
employment and coming
home from a days work,
cooking meals for the family,
maybe still dealing with
young children and having to
be at the Council chamber for
a 7.15pm meeting (sometimes
earlier) is hectic unless
one has a very helpful,
supportive partner. Family
commitment for women once
their children have grown
up or they are retired from
work may decrease unless of
course they are looking after
grandchildren or helping
their own parents lead an
independent life.

Granted the Labour Party
as a body may feel they
require a gender balance
but not all Councillors are
Labour members nor should
they be if healthy debate and
opposing views are taken
into account to allow best

outcomes. In Great Aycliffe
we are very lucky to have
a good and effective Town
Council and have had for
many, many years so surely
the Chairmen and Vice
Chairmen are doing a good
job for us. In the past we

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POLICE OFFER FREE
PROPERTY MARKING

Every year, Durham Police
recover hundreds of thousands
of pounds worth of stolen
property from the hands of
criminals, but all too often
there is no way of identifying
its rightful owners.

Being able to trace the
ownership of the property
not only helps people get the
property back, but it can also
provide evidence that is vital
in securing convictions.
PCVC Ron Hogg has
invested in a top-of-the-
range “dot peen” property
marking machine for Durham
Constabulary, and is offering
the service free to residents
across County Durham and
Darlington.

WHAT IS DOT PEEN?
Dot peen marking involves
using a tungsten carbide-
tipped pin to indent an object
with dots to create a visible,
permanent unique number.
The unique number will be
entered onto the national
Immobilise property register
database, vastly increasing the
chances that it will be reunited
with its owner if it is lost or
stolen.

Dot peen machines can mark
at a speed of two characters
per second, to an accuracy
of 0.006mm, and can be used
on everything from steel and
aluminium to plastic.

Which of my property items
can Dot Peen mark?

It can be used in farms, on
garage and garden tools,
power tools, computers and
electrical devices, mobile
phones and tablets, equestrian
tack, golf clubs, gaming
equipment such as the
Playstation and Xbox, musical

instrument cases, cycles — and
much more!

While other methods of
property marking, such as UV
marker pens or forensically-
coded liquid, can also be
very effective in reuniting
property with its rightful
owners, the visual deterrent of
a permanently marked serial
number alone could be enough
to deter would-be thieves.

Sammie Hutchinson (nee
Metcalfe) decided to run the
Great North Run for “Crohn’s
& Colitis UK” charity due to
having many of her family
suffering from Crohn’s, after
a few day’s, Andy Talbot also
applied to run for the charity
too as my daughter has also
suffered from Crohn’s.

lead, which was converted by
Captain Lineton, 7-0.

SCRAP THE

Local MP, Phil Wilson
has backed the growing
campaign for Government
to scrap the 1 per cent pay
cap on public sector pay in
the upcoming budget.

it and 40,000 nursing
vacancies in  England
alone. Separate RCN
analysis shows that nurses
with more than 10 years’
experience are leaving the
NHS at twice the rate they
were three years ago.
Research shows that when
the number of registered
nurses on a shift falls, care
is left undone and patient
mortality levels increase.
Phil Wilson MP, said:
“Despite the pressures
they are facing, nurses are
the backbone of our NHS.
The pay cap can’t continue,
it is unfair and if we are to
keep the nurses we have,
attract new recruits and
ensure nursing staff can
earn a decent wage.

“It’s a false economy to
keep nurses pay down,
shortstaffingisthreatening
the safety of our patients.
That’s why we welcome
the support of MPs who
are championing nursing
and share our belief that
the 1% pay cap should
be scrapped.

The Government must put
party politics aside and lift
the cap.”

With support from the
Heritage  Lottery  Fund,
(HLF) and other key partners
the Castle is due to re-open in
May 2018, until then events
will be held in its grounds
and the deer park will remain
open to the public.
