Residents Oppose Livin's

Regeneration Scheme
Plans for West Ward Area Flawed

The Great
Residents Association
(GARA) has taken the
lead in a fight to protect
residents in the Western
Area Regeneration Scheme
proposed by Livin.

We will look to the Town
Council and our MP Phil
Wilson for support as well
as the home owners and all
tenants adversely affected by
Livin’s Option No 3.

Livin put a bid in to the
Government for Funds for
a regeneration scheme and
were awarded  £284,000
from the Ministry of
Housing, Communities and
Local Government (HCLG).
The aim was to finalise the
exercise by April this year
and present a Master-plan
to the government to bid for
funds for the Regeneration
Scheme in the six streets in
West Ward.

In the consultation exercise,
three options were given to
residents and attempts were
made to get responses from
all on the estate.

The estate comprises six
streets, part of the West
Ward, in Newton Aycliffe.
and according to Livin has
571 Houses of which at least
50% are Home Owners,

“Right from the outset of my
involvement, 1 consistently
pointed out that Livin
needed to make clear exactly
how Home Owners stand
and Private Landlords with
regard to their Freehold
Properties and the financial
implications”.

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own their own home, until
and unless Livin are able to
say what precisely it will do
for them.

1. Provide
replacement
2. Provide a package which
a) protects the value of the
Home Owners share of the
property and Livin’s share
b) protects the Home Owner
from any costs whatsoever
ie no re- mortgage, no rent
3. Many people bought their
homes on the basis having
no more rent or mortgage
to pay and took retirement
etc on that basis, and some
improved  their  houses.
They could not now be in a
position to be moved out, be
provided with a like for like
replacement, and then afford
to pay rent or a mortgage
where there plans never
envisaged it for the rest of
their lives.

4. If Compulsory Purchase
Orders (CPO) further down
the line were used it would
not enable people to buy like
for like replacement where
they live or in most other
parts of the Town. It would
rob people of what they
worked and paid for most
of their lives, and in many
cases cause homelessness
and destitution.

5. Iflivin were to say provide
like for like replacement,
but only put a charge on the
property to recover their
value on resale that would
be a significant progressive
move, but it could mean
Livin not getting their share
of the value of the property
for up to 30 years or more.
So any government money
would need to cover that
funding gap on Livin’s
accounts, and not burden
existing Home Owners with
the cost and debt.

6. Option 3 could be dropped
by Livin but that is down to
them, and what Agenda they
have. I am neither naive
nor stupid not to believe
that Livin have their own
objectives in mind, and I
have no issue with that, but
failure to provide any clarity
to Home Owners on

7. Option 3 leaves people to
draw their own conclusions.
Saying it might not happen
till 10 or 15 years down the
line is not a good enough
excuse for Home Owners
and the potential for Blight
because of the threat
underlining CPO, on house
sales or home improvements.

(Livin) on the issue re Home
Owners on Option 3. I think
14 days is sufficient, after
that time, as Secretary of
the Great Aycliffe Residents
Association, having already
discussed this with the
Management Committee we
will convene a Special Public
Meeting and invite Home
Owners, Tenants and Livin.
Losing 100 Livin Tenants
from the estate will also cause
interest and consternation
considering  this  country
faces a housing shortage!.

appropriate their Freehold.
Arun said “I have to draw
the conclusion that Livin
clearly want Option 3. That
being aware themselves, of
the consequences for Home
Owners (at least 285 by
my count) of Compulsory
Purchase re Option 3. Since its
inception. That they appear
to have withheld the details
of that from residents whilst
conducting this exercise of
consultation so that they
could get to the stage where
Option 3 was then finalised
in a Master Plan.” Then, if
no major objections were
received from the residents,
to put the Masterplan Bid in
the HCLG Dept/ Secretary of
State, and bid for regeneration
funds for that Option, and
that a Compulsory Purchase
Order would be sought if the
funds were granted.”

“There is nothing unsound
regarding the properties on
the Estate that would warrant
or justify complete demolition
of the whole estate in the
public Interest, nothing to
justify sequestration of Home
Owners of their properties.
Effectively robbing them
blind. No justification for
reducing Livin Tenancies by
100.”

When people are crying
out for Social Housing the
sums just don’t add up for
Option 3: Demolishing the
estate, rebuild infrastructure,
roads services etc, Build
Executive Houses for sale on
the Whinlatter area, build
some bungalows, then build
houses on a rent to buy, as
well as build to sell. How
do 285 Home Owners figure
in this. And if 100 less Livin
Tenants will be rehoused on
the estate that a loss of rent
income annually of approx.
£500,000. If CPO is used
Home Owners will not get
like for like on the Estate or
anywhere else on the Town
without having to get a new

mortgage or to rent. A lot
of home owners bought their
houses (soundly built) to not
rent or mortgage and would
be facing homelessness or
destitution for the rest of their
lives.

CPO compensation does
not allow for like-for-like
replacement. Is it Livin’s idea
that Home Owners use the
CPO compensation to buy
part of a new house on the
rebuilt estate then force them
to pay mortgage or rent for the
balance of the value?

This goes against Natural
Justice, Human Rights re
ECHR and the Public Interest.
GARA will support resident
rights every step of the way.
Livin have known about
the consequence on Home
Owners on Option 3 and
never said a word as to how
they proposed to deal with it.
Livin use York Hill Estate,
Spennymoor as an example
of a successful scheme, but
do not mention how they dealt
with Home Owners there.

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WILL NEWTON AYCLIFFE BENEFIT
FROM HOUSING GRANT?

Dear Sir

I read the article in Newton
News on housing grant in
Newton Aycliffe where the
emphasis seemed to be on the
A167 plus installing water,
sewage and power supplies
“overcoming significant
development costs that had
been affecting the viability of
housing sites within the town”.
Other print media, stated, “The
Government has awarded
£6.8 million to Durham
County Council through its
Housing Infrastructure Fund
to improve infrastructure in
Newton Aycliffe”. It would
seem that it is Durham County
Council (DCC) who have
decided how this grant would
be spent.

Is it just coincidence that DCC
owns a huge area of land to the
east of the town at Copelaw
(formerly Aycliffe Centre for
Children and farm land) which
is earmarked for housing?
Would  having  improved
access to this site and roads/
utilities in place on the site
make it easier for DCC to sell,
and probably at an improved
sale price?

If the Council sell this land
for housing, land I believe to
have been gifted to them by
the Trustees, would Newton
Aycliffe benefit in any way
from the profits from the sale?
Remember the Avenue School
site in a prime position on
Central Avenue. How did
Newton Aycliffe benefit from

the money accrued from the
sale of the site of the school
buildings where Tesco now
stands?

If DCC genuinely want to
quote, “overcome significant
development costs that had
been affecting the viability of
housing sites” there are at least
two other sites with planning
permission that would
certainly benefit from a share
of this grant and improve the
town’s infrastructure; both
sites are on the C35 Middridge
Road. Not only would these
two sites benefit from the very
long awaited upgrading of the
C35 but also the new housing
development in Shildon next
to Middridge as motorists
from there use the C35 to

There is planning permission
for executive housing on
Woodham Golf Course which
I am given to believe will
involve work on the C35 and
an improved roundabout to
facilitate improved and safer
access to Middridge Lane and
Burnhill Way.

on the A167.

The golf course proposed
housing would bring no
benefit, other than Council
Tax, to the DCC as DCC do
not own the golf course. The
sale of Eldon Whinns will
benefit the DCC as it is their
land gifted to them when
the Aycliffe  Development
Corporation came to an end
but I doubt if the sale of this
land would result in sufficient
funds to upgrade the C35
but it may go some way to
paying for the new roundabout
included in the plan..

If this Government grant is for
Newton Aycliffe then Newton
Aycliffe should benefit from
the sale of the Copelaw site
and any money made from the
sale should be put back into
Newton Aycliffe which would
have a significant impact on
the economic growth of the
town especially as the site will
be enhanced by the grant.

To the best of my recollection
this did not happen with the
Avenue  School buildings
site. Yes, we did get a land
to develop a lovely park but
that was previously playing
fields for the school before it
was closed down. This being
the case it cost DCC nothing
and our Town Council is
responsible for the upkeep
paid for by our Town’s precept.
Could I ask if our County
Councillors are going to fight
to keep the monetary benefits,
direct or indirect, from this
multimillion pound grant
actually in Newton Aycliffe
or are they going to allow the
profits from the sale of land
to disappear up to Durham
as they seemed to do with the
Avenue School site? Could
they also keep us updated on
progress and if the money
from Copelaw is not ploughed
back into Newton Aycliffe we
need them to tell us exactly
where it is being spent.

If the Eu Referendum in 2016 has no validity in the eyes of
our political elite, then the Referendum to join the EEC in 1975
also had no validity, nor the referendums on Scottish and Welsh
devolution.

It never ceases to amaze me how at every turn Labour and some
Remain Tories demand to know, in public, what we will be
negotiating at every, stage line by line, then try to destroy our
negotiating hand at every turn. They even went to brussels to
try to suck up to the EU against our own government, stabbing
in the back, front and sides.

Even Great Aycliffe Town Council excludes the press and public
if it is discussing contracts, so why on earth the government
should reveal every detail of negotiation beforehand publicly,
would any of you negotiate that way ? it shows the dirty and
desperate duplicity of our MPs.

Come March 2019 we will be out of the EU , come what may,
that is fact. I think Theresa May is trusting to that fact and
knows that in April 2019 the EU will be knocking on our door
to work withus.

Brian Archer, managing
director of Business
Durham, which manages
NETPark on behalf of
Durham County Council,
said: “NETPark is a global
hub for dynamic, cutting-
edge companies making
innovative products that
transform our lives.

“This  impressive  new
sculpture beautifully
reflects NETPark’s vision
and cleverly depicts the
NETPark logo on satellite
imagery to represent the
global impact made by

many of the extraordinary
companies working here in
these world-class facilities.”
The  Synergy sculpture
features four small 300kg
spheres and one larger,
700kg central sphere all
made from stainless steel,
with a blue mirror finish
and colour changing LED
lighting to provide a more
dramatic effect at night.

Helps County’s Skill Gap

Small  businesses  across
County Durham are to receive
free training to help address
skills gaps as part of a £6m
Government initiative. The
two year programme aims
to future proof supply chain

companies by  providing
consultancy ~ support  to
identify key needs including
strategic planning and
upskilling, then delivering
mentoring and flexible
training.

The £345,000 project

follows a successful bid by
a consortium led by Bishop
Auckland College to the
Higher Education Funding
Council for England’s
(HEFCE) Catalyst fund.

The college  highlighted
historic issues holding
back the SMEs and micro
businesses which dominate
the county’s industrial
base, including extensive
technical skills gaps and low
productivity. Many smaller
manufacturing firms have still
not embraced the principles
of lean  manufacturing,
whilst  larger competitors
are now moving towards the
next phase of digitisation of
manufacturing.

But the bid also recognised
the issues of cost and time that
are often quoted by SMEs as
perceived barriers to training
employees, with inflexible
providers not prepared to work
around business demands and
shift patterns.

The new programme

will therefore offer firms
flexible, tailored, bite-sized
provision that addresses
immediate  higher  level
skills gaps identified during
organisational and training
needs assessments.

The units will be at Level
3, 4 and 5 and include
leadership and management,
business improvement
techniques, engineering and
manufacturing engineering.
Experienced managers and
technical specialists from
large companies will help
college staff deliver training
sessions, mentoring  and
support to the participating
SMEs, transferring
knowledge and  building
expertise throughout supply
chains.

Natalie Davison-Terranova,
Principal and Chief Executive
of Bishop Auckland College,
said: “We have many skilled
and entrepreneurial small
businesses in County Durham.
“However some SMEs can be
at a disadvantage compared
to larger businesses when it
comes to staff development
because of the cost involved
and inflexibility of colleges
and training providers to
work around their business
demands and shift patterns.
“This programme aims to
address the higher level
skills needs of these small
businesses across the county
to ensure they can compete
against larger competitors
and grow their businesses by

offering them free training

needs assessments and
flexible, tailored, bite-sized
provision.”

Targets for the programme
include conducting 100 needs
analyses by the end of July
this year, with 50 employees
enrolled on HNC and HND
short courses in September,
and the development of
strategic plans for 75 firms
looking at succession planning
and upskilling.

Longer term aims include
building a  culture of
engagement in higher level
skills training among SMEs,
who will have seen the
immediate business benefits
of the scheme. Ultimately it is
hoped to generate higher skill
levels, improved productivity
and business growth,
meaning more employment
opportunities, better paid jobs
and improved standards of
living.

The college was one of 34
to secure funding, receiving
£200,000 from HEFCE.
Match funding came from
the college and its subsidiary
South West Durham Training,
and bid partners County
Durham Engineering and
Manufacturing Network,
South Durham Enterprise
Agency and Aycliffe Business
Park Community Ltd.

3 Rings Reassurance
to Relatives

A new service has been
launched to offer a little extra
peace of mind to the relatives
of older and vulnerable people
in County Durham.

3 Rings is a mobile phone
and PC app which lets people
know when their relative is
using an electrical appliance
such as a kettle, television or
washing machine.

The idea is to reassure people
that their relative is up and
well. The app is being offered
by Durham County Council
through its Care Connect
service.

Linda Ogilvie, Care Connect
manager, said: “The app is a
really simple, affordable way
of offering people that little
extra reassurance if their
relative is older or vulnerable.
“It will send live updates to
your phone or PC to let you
know when your relative is
settling down to watch the
TV, putting the kettle on for a
cuppa or heating something in
the mircowave.

“So if your dad usually uses
the kettle between 7am and
9am, the app will send an alert
letting you know whether
or not this has happened,
meaning you can rest assured
that your loved one is up,
active and well.”

In order to use the service,
people need to purchase
a plug, which is inserted
between an appliance and
the socket. The plug then
connects to the app and

members or friends.

The plug is purchased with a
one or two-year subscription
and no internet connection is
needed as the plug contains
the same type of sim card as
used in a mobile phone.

And as many as 10 people at
a time can receive alerts and
the system is quick and easy
to set up.

Care Connect offers a range
of products designed to help
people remain independent in
their own home and also offer
reassurance to their friends
and family.

The range includes devices
which raise an alarm when a
fall occurs, remind people to
take their medication or create
an alert when a telephone
rings.

REPORTED CRIMES
in County Durham and
Darlington increased over the
past year, according to the
latest Performance Report
from Police, Crime & Victims’

based crimes rose by 35%,
whilst levels of anti-social
behaviour reduced by 14%
over the twelve months to
December 2017.

85% of
people agree that ‘taking
everything into account [ have
confidence in the police’ — the
third highest level for any
force in the country.

theft, robbery and arson,
but the increase is also due
to changes to the national
requirements for  crime
recording: more incidents
such as harassment are now
recorded as crimes, for
example.

He added “The high level of
confidence in policing means
that local people are reporting
more crimes and incidents.
It is reassuring that victims
appear to be increasingly
confident to come forward
and report their experiences,
especially victims of sexual
offences and hate crime”.
“Our police officers do an
excellent job of keeping the
public safe, and Durham
Constabulary is still the
most effective and efficient
police force in the country.

bacteria carried in fecal
matter.

This is just to mention a
few that can be caught
and transmitted from bird
droppings, so with people
feeding these birds in our
town centres not only is
it a offence to do so, but
you are probably, without
knowing, spreading
diseases.
