Achievements of County
Durham care leavers have
been highlighted during a
national awareness week.

Awards were given in six
categories, including to:

¢ Education: Rachel Calder,
for performing well in
her A-Levels despite a
troubled home life. She has
since gone on to study at
Newcastle University.

e Volunteer: Connie Jones,
for volunteering for a
number of years in different
organisations despite her
personal difficulties.

+ Investing in Children:
Andrew Rochester. This
award was chosen by fellow
young people from the
local authority’s Children
in Care Council (CICC) in
recognition of Andrew’s
increased confidence and
support for others.

The awards had a ‘beach
party’ theme with the guest

speaker, a care leaver, who
talked about his journey
through the care system.
Aside from the awards,
County  Durham  care
leavers also enjoyed a
game of football against
counterparts from
Gateshead. The County
Durham outfit triumphed
4-3 in the clash organised by
Gateshead based national
charity Changing Lives and
a rematch has already been
arranged.

An art day was also held at
Durham’s Sjovoll Centre.
Young people worked with
an artist and completed
some geometric art work
which has been since
displayed in the council’s
County Hall headquarters.
The venue was also scene of
a family fun day for looked
after children which sought
to raise awareness of the

CICC and encourage people
to join.

Cllr Olwyn Gunn, Cabinet
Member for children and
young people’s services
— who attended the EPIC
Awards, said: “We are fully
committed to supporting
care leavers whether that be
through  accommodation,
education or financially.

“It is always great to hear
stories of these young
people building on the
support we give them to
make successes of their
lives and it was humbling
to meet some of them at the
awards.

“With the football and the
arts day, the week of events
truly was a great success
and we look forward to
doing it all again next year.”
Project lead Shaun
Graham, who manages

The Newton News
welcomes the diversity and
colour which the LGBT
community brings to our
town, and — if you go to
Durham Pride — you go with
our blessing.
REMEMBERING, FOR
BETTER FOR WORSE
This weekend, we remember
the sacrifice of those who
died in the wars which have
brought us safe to this place.
Each year, the sense of
gratitude and respect seems
to grow deeper.

However, this year, we are
also celebrating the 70th
anniversary of the first
house in Newton Aycliffe
— a town which owes its
very existence to the Royal
Ordnance Factory and World
War Two.

It gives extra meaning to the
words of the Remembrance
ceremony which we will
hear as we stand in the town
centre on Remembrance
Sunday: “When you go
home, tell them of us and
say; For your tomorrows,
they gave their todays”.

Funding
Available
for National
Tree Week

Grants of up to £150 are
available for community
groups, parish councils,
schools and individuals to
make their area greener.
Applicants have until Friday
16 November to apply
for the funding as part of
celebrations for National
Tree Week, which takes
place between Saturday 24
November and Sunday 2
December.

To mark the UK’s largest
annual tree festival, Durham
County Council is offering
grants for tree planting
projects across the county in
all forms, from planting fruit
trees and commemorative
areas, to hedgerow trees and
small coppices.

Durham County Council
has taken part in National
Tree Week since 1979 and
over the past three years
has planted almost four
thousand trees as part of the
campaign.

Recipients of last year’s
funding include:

¢ Frosterley Angling Club,
which planted 150 trees
along the River Wear to
protect the riverbanks from
erosion and provide shade
for native brown trout and
migratory fish.

* St Godric’s RCVA School,
which planted a grove of
Alder trees to create a
shaded area for pupils to use
during the summer.

* Rookhope Village Hall,
which planted a copse of 50
trees in gullies on polluted
and eroded land, formerly
used as lead mining
processing works, to help
stop erosion and benefit local
wildlife.

Steve Bhowmick,
Durham County Council’s
environment and design
manager, said, “National
Tree Week marks the start
of the winter tree planting
season and is the perfect
time for communities to
get their hands dirty and
do something positive for
their local environment.
Trees have many benefits,
not just improving areas
aesthetically but creating
habitats for wildlife, helping
to prevent flooding, cleaning
our polluted air and much
more. I'm really looking
forward to seeing what this
year’s successful applicants
have planned for their areas.”
Grants will be allocated
on a first come, first
served basis so people are
encouraged to apply early.

Applications  cannot  be
accepted for planting on land
immediately  surrounding

a residential building and
whilst projects on private
land such as farmland will
be considered, they must be
visible from a public right of
way or road.

MP GRADUATION

Sedgefield MP, Phil Wilson,
has spent the last year as a
member of the Armed Forces

Parliamentary Scheme
(AFPS) with the Royal Air
Force to learn first hand
about the work undertaken
by services personnel at
bases around the UK and the
world as well as how the RAF
operates strategically.

The scheme, which has
been running for 30 years,
gives MPs and Peers an
opportunity for in-depth and
hands-on experience of life
in one of the three Armed
Services.

I feel that a big superstore
like Aldi should have
trolleys available and by not
doing so are discriminating
against families like mine.
They should have a system
in place to ensure there are
sufficient trollies available.

that they have kept the
meeting going voluntarily,
even when it was officially
stood down. Meetings start
with a survey of the ASB
statistics for the month, and
of the work done by the
various agencies, but then
move to sharing of intel,
planning of strategies, and
preparing for forthcoming
events such as school
holidays, the fair etc.

And it seems to be working.
In the first year, ASB figures
more than halved, and
they have continued to fall
steadily in this second year
of the Group’s operation.
Information provided by
members of the public
is pivotal to the group’s
success. If you spot any
anti-social behaviour taking
place, please report it on 101.
Residents sometimes feel
that ‘nothing happens’ when
they report crimes and ASB,
but every call is logged, and
in that way the police are
able to build up a picture
so they can take action
when they have sufficient
evidence.

Also, residents with any
comments, questions or
information about crime
or ASB are encouraged to
attend their local PACT
meeting, and to work —
‘Police And Communities
Together’ — to deter crime in
our town.

Sons & Daughters Month

The invaluable support that
foster carers’ own children
provide to their fostering
families has been recognised
during a national campaign.
Throughout October, as part
of the Fostering Network’s
Sons and Daughters month,
Durham County Council has
been shining a light on the
difference carers’ children
can make in fostering.
Florence Coulter, Durham
County Council’s fostering
team manager, said: “Carers’
own children can gain a
lot from fostering. Not
only do they play a key
role in welcoming foster
children in to a loving home,
somewhere safe where they
can start to move on from
the difficult times they may
have encountered, they also
develop their own skills and
experiences. They can learn
patience, understanding and
qualities that are invaluable
for adult life.”

The  council’s  fostering
service has a support group
for foster carers’ own children
known as the MS&’s group.
It provides an opportunity
for children and young
people to meet others whose
parents also foster to share
experiences and make new
friends.

To say thank you for their vital
contribution the M8&’s group
were invited to a celebration
evening where they enjoyed
a fun night of bowling and
trampolining, ending with a
group meal.

Megan Humble, 15, is part of
the group. She said: “I have
met two great friends through
fostering and attending the

M&8’s group. Now we spend
a lot of time together, we go
to each other’s houses, we
are there if one of us needs to
talk about something. It’s nice
when someone else knows
what it’s like at home. Friends
from non-fostering families
don’t always understand.”
The fostering service has also
sent each child a thank you
letter and card to show their
appreciation.

Florence, added: “We really
want to say a huge thank you
to the children and young
people who support their
parents with fostering. This
isn’t an easy thing to do, not
only are you sharing your
home with someone you don’t
know, you’re also sharing
your mum and dad.”

Victoria Gibson, 17, is one
of four sisters in a fostering
family. She said: “One of
my favourite things about
fostering is teaching the
children who come to live
with us how to do new things.
It might be helping them read,
or playing a new game, or
how we set the table or go to
new places on a day out. They
might not have done these
things before, but you don’t
realise that at first.

“I'm really pleased our
parents chose to become
foster carers. They must get
very little sleep, caring for
us four as well as the foster
children. They do an amazing
job. Now I’ve had first-hand
experience of fostering, it is
something I would like to do
in the future.”

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NEWTON AYCLIFFE 70th ANNIVERSARY

During the Second World
War — at the same time as
it was fighting, literally,
a war to the death with
Nazi Germany - Britain
invented the Welfare State.
For many years it was seen
as the country’s crowning
achievement — a system of
state intervention to tackle
the ‘five giants’ of want,
disease, ignorance, squalor
and unemployment which
had hitherto oppressed the
population.

NEWTON AYCLIFFE THE
FLAGSHIP

Newton Aycliffe was chosen
as the exemplar of this new
welfare state. Atanestimated
cost of £10 million, it was
envisioned as a ‘classless’
new town, where manager
and mechanic would live
next to each other in council
houses. The town was to be
‘a paradise for housewives’
with houses grouped around
greens, so children could
play safely away from the
roads, and with nurseries,
schools, a sports stadium, a
park, a communal ‘district
heating system’, nationalised
pubs, and a nationalised
railway to give townspeople
a link to the seaside.
CAUSES OF THE
WELFARE STATE

The concept of a ‘Welfare
State’ was developed in Lord
Beveridge’s 1942 Report into
Social and Allied Services,
but its roots ran deeper. For
the government, it was a
carrot to keep people fighting.
Also, the deprivation of

many evacuees had shocked
their middle-class  hosts
and had led to a feeling that
‘something must be done’.

But, perhaps most of all, there
was the insistence that the
men who were fighting and
suffering in the war ought to
come home to a better world
— a world worth fighting for.
Most people accepted that,
despite promises, this had

not happened after the First
World War. Now —after a war
in which all were deemed to
have suffered equally under
the Nazi bombs — a Labour
government swept to power
with the manifesto slogan
‘Let Us Face The Future
Together’, and the Welfare
State was created by 1948 ...
along with a number of ‘new
towns’, one of which was

And so it was that, on
