Newton Aycliffe beat team
have been busy again
in October dealing with
an array of incidents,
engagement events, school
visits and participating in
multi-agency projects across
the town. Leading up to
Christmas, there is a drive
to reduce the demand around
shoplifting by targeting
repeat offenders and dealing
with all reported incidents
promptly and robustly. In
October, there were 30
reported shoplifting crimes
with a solved rate of 67%.
There were a small number
of burglaries across the
town, however most of these
were in either unoccupied
houses, or in outbuildings
or sheds/garages. One of the
few burglaries to actually be
in an occupied house was
solved very quickly, when
acting on information from
the community, the beat
team at Newton Aycliffe
arrested a number of youths
and recovered some of the
stolen property.  One of
these males later appeared
at Durham Crown Court
where he was sentenced to
a 36 month prison sentence.
An appeal was made by
the beat team in relation
to a TV stolen from this 82
year olds home address,
and GESTAMP (based on
the Aycliffe Business Park)
stepped in very kindly to
donate a new set, an amazing
gesture. Anti-Social
Behaviour continues to be
a problem in certain areas
of the town and there are
several multi agency projects
in the planning stages to
address this, however, ASB
is lower (YTD) than this
time last year. We’ve been
stepping up our foot patrols
in hot spots, if you haven’t
seen us, like our page on
Facebook as we often map
our routes (make suggestions
on where we go next, please
get involved).

We have again had to issue
a £90 Fixed Penalty Notice
in relation to the supply of
alcohol to youths. Please stop
doing this!! You are putting
your kids in danger, not only
due to the obvious health
implications, but it also
leaves them vulnerable to
assault. This has got to stop
and we will look to prosecute
any adult found doing this.
The beat team have also been
into a number of schools
including Byerley Park

Primary School on the 17th
October. Jet and Ben were
also in attendance where the
pupils got to try on a uniform,
have their fingerprints taken
and speak around the topic
of ‘stranger danger’. The
team were requested by the
pupils to arrest the head
teacher to a chorus of “No
more school!” If you would
like a visit to your school or
club, please get in touch with
me at Newton Aycliffe Police
Office.

We were also invited to a
‘Taste of Syria’ night held at
the Newton Aycliffe Youth
Centre on the 6th October.
This was a great night raising
money for the ‘Durham City
of Sanctuary’ charity.

The Police and the Town
Council (in conjunction with
McDonalds and ROF59) are
working on a rewards scheme
for youths doing great things
in the community. There
are some really great things
going on in the community,
it’s time to celebrate them
rather than dwelling on the
negatives, after all it is just
a small minority that spoil
quality of life for other
persons. Watch this space!
Finally, on behalf of us all
at Newton Aycliffe Police
Office I'd like to pay tribute
to Syd Howarth who was a
truly inspirational guy and
will be sadly missed!!

County Environmental Awards

The winners of the 2018
Environment Awards were
announced at a ceremony
in Durham last week
(Thursday 8 November).
The awards, now in their
29th year, are organised
by the County Durham
Environment  Partnership
to recognise great design,
environmental guardianship
and community spirit.

The judges, who included
architects, councillors and
university —experts, were
thrilled with the quality of
this year’s entries which
came from all over County
Durham. Unusually, two
‘outstanding’ awards were
awarded — one to Durham
Cathedral (whose work to
widen public access to the
hidden treasures came top in
both the Built Environment
and Craftmanship
categories), and another
to social enterprise café
REfUSE (which makes
meals from food that would
otherwise be binned, and
lets people pay what they
wish in money or in kind).
LOCAL SUCCESSES

To our delight, Newton
Press won in the ‘Greener

Business’ category.  The
judges were impressed
by our environmentally-

friendly print technology
and practices, which include
using eco-friendly products
(including vegetable oil
litho inks, and paper which
is  sustainably  sourced
and carbon neutral); press
plate  imaging  (means
no harsh chemicals);
waterless print technology
(so no contaminated
water); reduced energy
consumption (biomass used
for the entire production
site); an electric van for
local deliveries; low energy
lighting throughout the site;
and 98.6% recycling of all
our waste!

Meanwhile, local
community group Horndale
Residents’ Association
achieved ‘Highly
Commended’ in the fiercely
contended ‘Community

Partnership’ category. It
took the judges more than
two minutes to summarise
the achievements of this
amazing  group, Wwhich
include a MUGA; a reindeer
visit; multi-functional
monthly meetings; regular
subsidised trips; an annual
‘Summer Fun Day’;
fundraising for a variety of
causes; bulb-planting and

litter-picks; and ground-
breaking cohesion work
with the Syrian community.
Congratulations must also
go to local community
group  ‘Shildon  Alive’,
which  won in  the
‘Community Partnership’
category.

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PCP HONOUR THE FALLEN

AT ARMISTICE EVENT

On Monday 12 November the
Pioneering Care Partnership
commemorated the 100
year anniversary of the end

of World War 1 as part of
nationwide programme of

events sponsored by the
Covenant Fund Trust.

PCP Chair, Barry Knevitt
explained, “During the
four year period of the First
World War it is estimated
that over 19 million service
personnel and civilians
lost their life and the war
led to the deaths of over
888,000 people from Britain
and the Commonwealth.

Phil Wilson MP who kindly
opened the event stated,
“Today is special because
we are commemorating 100
years since the end of the
First World War. This whole
area has a debt of gratitude
to pay to all those men that
fought. Over 1500 lost their
lives in Sedgefield alone,
in some instances villages
lost up to 40% of their
population.

War is something that
touches everyone, my own
Grandma was an Aycliffe
Angel and is something,
as politicians, we try to
avoid. Our serving men and
women take incredible risks
every day to protect our
country and fight terrorism.
So it is only right that we
come together today to
commemorate them and
remember those no longer
with us, but have helped
secure our freedom.”
Visitors were welcomed
by staff who were dressed
in period clothes and the
Centre was decorated with
flags, while post-war music
played in the background.
PCP welcomed an Aycliffe
Angel, Jenny Race, 95, who
worked in the munitions
factory in Newton Aycliffe
during World War II. Jenny
along with 17,000 others
worked a three rota filling
shells and bullets and
assembling detonators and
fuses for the war effort in
the top secret factory. Jenny
enjoyed stepping back in
time and reminiscing with
others, her key to a healthy
life was to get out and about
at least 4 times a week, it
keeps the brain active!

At 11:00am Phil joined
everyone for a poignant
minutes silence, alone bugler
from Aycliffe & Brancepeth
Brass Band played the last
post which was followed by a
memory walk in the garden,
where people left messages
giving thanks for our service

personnel past and present.
Carol Gaskarth, PCP Chief

Executive added, “PCP’s
mission is Health, Wellbeing
and Learning for All and
we wanted to commemorate
the Fallen, highlight the
sacrifices made by so many
whilst continuing to educate
future generations, choosing
to mark the Centenary
with both reflection and
celebration.

Options members  spent
hours creating  poppies
sculptures and a marvellous
memory walk in the garden;
the Garden Kitchen served
up treats from the era, such
as Panacalty, Saturday Pie,
Carrot Scones and War
Scones and this was followed
by a good sing song, thanks
to John Melvin and the
fabulous Harmony singers -
which included our previous
receptionist Jean McCready
- they were brilliant.”

Over 250 people attended the
event and PCP would like to
thank all those who gave up
their time to support the day.
We are also very grateful to
the Armed Forces Covenant
Fund for the ‘There but not

there’ silhouettes. These
clear silhouettes, placed
throughout the Centre,
served as a constant

reminder of those lost during
the world wars and other
combat situations.

AKA a second referendum

We already had a peoples’
vote in 2016, and there were
two binary choices on the
ballot paper, either Remain or
Leave the European Union, in
all its entirety in both cases.
17.4m people knew precisely
what they were voting for.

Union and Jurisdiction from
the European Court Justice
and taking back control of
our borders.

During Mr Corbyn’s interview
with German magazine Der
Spiegel he was astute enough
to say that ‘We Can’t Stop
Brexit’.  If only Mr Phil
Wilson will come to the same
conclusion as his party leader
and start carrying out the
wishes of the Leave voters in
his constituency.

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Inspirational Canal Boat Tr|p for Local Boy

A 16-year-old from Newton
Aycliffe, who is in recovery
from a brain tumour, insists he
has “seen a bit of a difference”
in himself after enjoying a
canal boating trip with the
Ellen MacArthur Cancer Trust
in Essex last week (29 October
—2 November).

Louis Donohue underwent
treatment at the RVI Newcastle
after being diagnosed with
Medulloblastoma, which has
impacted on his mobility.

The Ellen MacArthur Cancer
Trust supports young people
aged 8-24 to rebuild their
confidence after cancer. When
treatment ends the Trust’s
work begins as for many
young people just picking up
where they left off before their
diagnosis isn’t possible.

On the canal trip, Louis, who
has been on four previous
Trust trips since 2013, joined
three other young people in
recovery from brain tumours,
to enjoy the benefits of being
on a boat in a small group with
others who have been through
similar things. He admits his
Trust trips have given him a
more positive outlook.

Louis said: “The first ever
trip I went on was sailing on
the Isle of Wight, the weather
was good and lovely and warm
and it was good to be on the
water. Afterwards, I was a

bit more chilled out and calm
and it really helped with my
confidence and independence.
It was nice to just have a bit
more fun and a laugh.

“That trip had more people on
it, whereas I’ve been on three
canal trips now and they are
more calm and quiet. You're
doing the locks and spending
more time on land. It’s nice
having a rest from the real
world. You can leave it at
home.”

The quartet took full advantage
of the chance to make new
friends, push their physical
boundaries opening locks and

helming and learning new
skills as they cruised the rivers
Stort and Lee, on a specially-
adapted, wheelchair friendly
67ft canal boat, Red Watch, run
by the charity, Canal Ability.

As well as baking and getting
involved in all the different
aspects of canal boating,
the young people celebrated
Halloween by making hats and
carving pumpkins, although
their creations met a messy
end getting squashed on a low
bridge! They also undertook
day-to-day tasks they might
not ordinarily do themselves,
such as getting dressed,

showering  and  cooking,
promoting confidence and
independence.

The first Ellen MacArthur
Cancer Trust canal boat trip ran
in 2016 as a widening access
initiative, giving young people
with more severe mobility
issues, or who don’t yet have
the confidence to join a Trust
sailing trip, the same chance to
re-engage with life and to start
to look positively towards their
future after cancer.

MP Encourages ‘Talk Money’

Phil Wilson MP, is urging
his constituents to back a
campaign encouraging people
to start opening up about their
concerns about money.

The MP made the plea after
attending an event at the
Houses of Parliament hosted
by the Money Advice Service,
the independent organisation
set up by the Government to
give people free, unbiased
money guidance.

The call comes as new
research shows UK adults are
hiding more than £96 billion
of debt from their friends
and family, with the average
amount of hidden debt in the
UK at £4,1643 per person.
The findings come from new
research by the Money Advice

Service for Talk Money Week
which is designed to improve
people’s money management
skills and financial wellbeing.
Previous research has also
shown that overindebtedness
in Sedgefield is 17.05%
compared to a national
average of 15.9%.

Of those in a relationship,
almost a third (29%) say their
other half does not know
about all the money they owe.
And five per cent admit that
their partner is completely in
the dark about their debts.
However, it’s not just our
partners we are keeping this
secret from. Almost half
(47%) say their close friends
don’t know they have any
debts at all. Men are less

likely than women to open up
about it. Half (50%) of men
admit that their close friends
don’t have a clue about
their debts, which is seven
percentage points higher than
women (43%).

The research finds that credit
cards account for the largest
quantity of hidden debt (48%).
Personal loans from a bank
or building society (17%), an
overdraft (16%), money owed
to friends and family (12%)
and store cards (11%) follow.
Meanwhile, eight per cent
of all those with debt hide
payday loan debt.

Many of those with debt say
that they don’t want to burden
others with their financial
issues. For example, 51 per
cent say they would prefer
not to talk to their friends and
family about it because they
don’t want them to worry.
Almost a quarter (23%) say
they don’t have the confidence
to speak to their loved ones
about their finances.

Phil Wilson MP said: “This
is a campaign that I feel very
strongly about. It’s incredibly
important that people open up
to friends and family about
issues with money so they can
start dealing with it together.

I encourage everyone in the
Sedgefield constituency to
start Talking Money this
week, and to remember that if
you are struggling with debt
or money issues, the Money
Advice Service offers free,
unbiased money guidance
online or via free phone.”

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BATTLEFIELDS WORLD WAR
ONE CENTENARY TOUR

To mark the centenary
anniversary of World
‘War One, Year 11 History
students, Macy Cane and
Joe Richardson, were
selected to represent
Woodham Academy on a
visit to Ypres in Belgium
and Northern France
with the First World War
Centenary  Battlefields
Tours Programme. The
tour was to honour those
who had fought and died
in the First World War,
develop knowledge and
gain an historical insight
into the experience of the
soldiers in the war.

A crucial part of the
trip was a memorial
visit to Menin Gate in
Ypres. The memorial
site acts as a landmark
of remembrance. Every
night at 8:00pm a
ceremony commemorates
soldiers who lost their
lives in the war, many of
whom were unnamed.
‘Woodham Academy
students were specifically
honoured by  being
selected to participate
in the ceremony with an
army officer. They joined
him placing a wreath as
a sign of respect for the
soldiers who had lost their
lives. The ceremony was
both moving and special
for those who attended.
It was concluded with
the playing of ‘The Last
Post’.

Students were also able
to investigate the lives
of a soldier by visiting
the Flanders Field
Museum in Ypres and
the Memorial Museum in
Passchendaele where they
would see World War
One artefacts, including
a bayonet and preserved
trenches. They were also
given the opportunity
of visiting the Somme
Battlefield area -
Newfoundland Memorial
Park the largest
battalion memorial on
the Western Front and
the Thiepval memorial
site.  To  consolidate
their experience, the
students were also able
to view a production
of ‘The Journey’s End’
gaining an empathetic
perspective of trench
warfare as they witnessed
the soldiers’ struggle both
mentally and physically.
Joe Richardson stated,
“this was an emotionally

demanding, yet
gratifying  experience.
It shall follow me

throughout the rest of my

life”.

Prior to their visit,
students researched local
soldiers of the Durham
Light Infantry (DLI)
who had died in the war.
They located their graves
at Tyne Cot Cemetery,
the largest British and
Commonwealth War
Cemetery in the world.
However, the numbers
are still being added to.
The students witnessed
the burial of one British
and two  Australian
soldiers. Students were
allowed to pay respects
to all soldiers who
participated in the war
especially the serene
Lijssenhoek Military
Cemetery in Belgium
to solemn Langemark
German Cemetery giving
a true perspective of war.
This trip was the pinnacle
of many other aspects
that the ‘Woodham

History Department are
doing to mark such an

important, historical
occasion. All students
have been using some of
their tutor time to focus

on remembrance; Key
Stage Three students
have also completed

moving letters thanking
the unknown ‘Tommy’.
Macy Cane summarises
the importance of the
centenary and the broad
and balanced curriculum
provided at Woodham
Academy, she says:
“This was an experience
I won’t forget. I was
deeply moved by visiting
the burial grounds of
thousands and thousands
of men who had fallen
in protecting their
countries. They will
always live on, and 1
thank them, for allowing
me the freedom I have to
this day”.
